TRADE AGREEMENTS

CHILE, BRAZII, AND THE ARGENTINE-MOTrIONS
FOR APPROVAL

Riglit Hon, W. L. MACKENZIE KING
(Prime Minister): I should like to call item
No. 9 on the order paper and then take up
the two resolutions under government notices
of motion witb regard to trade with the
south Amorican republics. I think the matter
bas been fully discussed. This particular
order was held over because of a special
reason wbich I think does not obtain at the
nmoment. I move:

That it is expedient tbat the Senate and
House of Commons do approve the trade agree-
ment between Canada and Chile signed Septem-
ber 10, 1941, and that titis bouse do approve
the samie.

Motion agreed to.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING: If we may
rcturn to govcrnmcnt notices of motion and
cali the first two resolutions, one relating to
trade with Brazil, the other to trade with the
Argentine republic. It will be recallcd that
we discussed those two resolutions at the
same time as the resolution with respect to
trade between Canada and Chule. I move:

That it is expedient that the Senate and
Iluse of Commons do approve the trade ýagree-
ment between Canada and Brazi] signed October
17, 1941, and that this bouse do approve the
saine.

Motion agreed to.

Mr. MACKENZIE KING moved:
That it is expedient that the Setiate and

bousýe of Commons do approve the trade agree-
nient between Canada and the Argentine repub-
lic signed Octoher 2, 1941, sud that titis bouse
do approve the samne.

Motion sgreed to.

Mr. MACKENZIE RIýNG moved:
That a message be sent to the Senate to

acquaint their honours that titis bouse lias
approved trade agreements entered into with
Chule. Brazil sud the Argentine Republie, sud
to ask their concurrence in the said -approval.
