The interdepartmental committee on water
has not yet completed its study of this matter
of water pollution through the input of phos-
phates. As the minister stated in the House of
Commons on November 4, he is to receive the
ICW recommendations as to appropriate fed-
eral government action in this regard and
refer them to his colleagues for consideration.

The minister expects to be in a position to
take this action in the latter part of January
or in February following completion of the
ICW study of and report on this very complex
subject. I would therefore request withdrawal
of this motion.

AGREEMENT BETWEEN WHEAT BOARD AND
V/O EXPORTKHLEB

Motion No. 304-Mr. Burton:
That an Order of the House do issue for a copy

of the agreement entered into in June 1966 be-
tween the Canadian Wheat Board and V/O Ex-
portkhleb for the sale of Canadian wheat and
flour to Russia and a copy of any agreement,
letter of understanding or other documents per-
taining to the extension of this agreement beyond
its expiry date.

Mr. Yves Forest (Parliamentary Secretary
to President of the Privy Council): Mr.
Speaker, the Minister without Portfolio (Mr.
Lang) wishes to inform the hon. member that
it is not the practice of the government to
make public details of Canadian Wheat Board
sales agreements as such information might
be prejudicial to the board's marketing opera-
tions. In view of this, the minister would ask
the hon. member to withdraw his motion.

Mr. Burton: I cannot agree to withdraw this
motion, Mr. Speaker, and I would ask that the
question be put to a vote.

CANADA-QUEBEC AGREEMENT ON LANGUAGE
AND CITIZENSHIP COURSES

ing the agreement between the Government of
Canada and the Province of Quebec under which
50% of the cost of language and citizenship cour-
ses available to Quebec immigrants will be paid
for by the federal government.
