3. The director of investigation and research conducted a
lengthy and detailed inquiry under the provisions of the Com-
bines Investigation Act resulting in the seizure of over 15,000
documents, the taking of sworn oral evidence from employees
and officers of the firms involved, and the securing of market
share and production data in the form of sworn returns of
information from the manufacturers. Based on an analysis of
aIl of the evidence, the director referred the inquiry to the
Attorney General of Canada, pursuant to section 15(1) of the
Combines Investigation Act, with a recommendation that a
prosecution be undertaken.

4. Once the results of an inquiry have been referred to the
Attorney General by the director of investigation and research,
it is the Attorney Gencral's rcsponsibility to independently
assess aIl of the evidence and, having donc so, to make a
decision as to whcther or not a prosecution may be warrantcd.
The result of the Attorney General's rcvicw in the fertilizer
case was a decision to prosecute. AIl cases referred to the
Attorney General by the director follow this pattern.
