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lency the Governor General for his speech
at the opening of the second session of the
ebeventh parliament of the Dominion of
Canada.

Hon. Mr, IOUGHEED-I move that the-
debate be adjourned until to-morrow.

DECEASED SENATORS.

Han. Sir RICHARD CARTWRIGHT-
I propose ta move the adjourniment of the
House, but before doing so I should like
ta say a few 'words as to the boss this
House has sustained since we bast met by
the death of three lion. iiiembera well
known to abb of us, one on the government
side and two on the aide of my hon.
friend. The late Senater Thibaudeau was
one of the oldest members of this House,
and while I ar n ot aware that hie took
a very active part in our debates, I be-
lieve I arn perfectly within. the knowledge
of all these hion. gentlemen who have had
the pleasure of his acquaintance in say-
ing that Senator Thibeaudeau vas a mani
whom we ail respected and liked. He had
occupied at one time a very prominent
position in mercantile lufe, and after that
a position of importance in the city of
Montreal. He was, I think, within three
or four af being the oldeet member of this
House. Hie appaintment was ahnost the
Iast act af my bamented friend Alexander
Mackenzie, and I think I ain quite justi-
fied in saying that hie appointment was
anc which, in bis awn province in particu-
lar, was extremely well received by hie
political opponents. We have aiea had ta
regret the boss ai one ai the pioncera ai the
Northwest in the persan ai the late Senator
Perbey. He was a man who took his full
share in the early struggles, and they werc
very severe struggles, which marked the
development af that country, and I believe
he was ane ai thase who cantributed in
hie own persan very considerably, by bis
energy and enterprise, ta the development
oi that particular section which hie repre-
sented. I can testify that wherever the ini-
terests of hie former constituents were con-
cerned, Mr. PerIey was abways active and
anxiaus te do everything he could for the
people he represented. The hast gentleman

whose loss we regret was one who bas
occupied a very prominent and important
position in this House, the late Mr. Fer-
guson. Everybody who had the pleasure
of that hion. gentleman's acquaintance wilI
bear testimony to the zeal and assiduity
with which hie discharged hie duty. He
was a man of indefatigable industry. and
I arn bound to say that on many occasions,
listening ta him, I have been surprised at
the pains and trouble 'whieh he had taken
to make himself thoroughly f amiliar withi
the questions which came befare us. In
him the House has sustained a serious loas,
and I only hope that we will be able ta
replace him in due time with some gen-
tleman who will be as useful and as dis-
tinguished a member of this House as Mr.
Ferguson had been. I need say no more.
WVe ail extremely regret that these gentle-
men ahould have been taken away from us,
and there is this consolantion, that they al
departed in the fulîness of years and lion-
ours, and that they carried with thern
aur aincere regrets and their families will
have the sincere aympathy of all the hion.
gentlemen of this House.

Hon. Mr. LOUGHEED-I jain in the
tribute of respect and regret 'which bas
been so feelingly expressed by my right
hon. friend with reference ta the death of
aur lamented colleagues Senators Thibau-
deau, Perley and Ferguson. A]though
those hon. gentlemen -had passed the allot-
ted span of bife, yei as they passed to and
f ro in this chamber and participated in oi
discussions and deliberations, I venture to
say that it seemed te all of us that they
had scarcely reached the meridian of their
powers. The Senate-will unquestionably
suifer a very great loss in the departure of
those three hion. gentlemen. The late Sena-
tor Thibaudeau was not so webb known to
me as the other two gentlemen; but lie has
been a member of this House for I think
thirty years or more. He had occupied a
high position in bis own province camnmer-
cially and politically. So far as I can learn
hie enjoyed the highest favours and offices
of his party and was undoubtedly highly es-
teemed in his native province. The late
Senator Ferguson was a man who was more
intimately associated with me than Senator
