mere proAtably, ike Diwoetktg Rooms will he lighted with Gas, and will be kept open free 6 A.M., till 11 P.M., daily, dnrieg 
whieh time competent Demonstrators will attend to superintend the pupils.

The bneieew of this Reboot will he carried on in a eemmedicos building, situate ie the immediate vieiaity of the Montreal 
General Hospital, containing a large Theatre, spacious and well ventilated Dissenting Rooms, and a Museum of Human and 
Comparative Anatomy and Pethology.

Five Lectures will be delivered weekly throughout the Session, en each branch, (excepting Forensic Medicine, Clinical Me­
dicine, C Helen! Surgery, Ophthalmic and A era! Surgery, Betsey, and Comparai re Anatom? and Zoology, each of whieh will bo 
a three months col roe,) from 1st Nov. to end of April, in conformity with the rules of the College of Physicians and Surgeons 
of Lower Canada.
