The buckthorns are hardy, vigorous
shrubg with remarkably handsome
foliage and brilliant berries. Some of
the tribe are well adapted and often
used for hedges, especially those of the
larger growing varieties. KEither as
formal close clipped hedgeés or as in-
formal -hedges, these shrubs are satis-
factory.

The common buckthorn (rhamnus
cathartica) has strong spiny branches
and may attain a height of eight to ten
feet. The dark green oval leaves are
very lustrous, two and three inches
long, and fading in autumn in yellow
tints. Black berries borne in profu-
sion are characteristic of this hedge,
which makes the densest and strongest
hedge that can be desired. A moderate
grower, it is seldom ragged.

Old hedges that have been neglected
lend themselves readily to a close cut-
ting back, by which they easily regain
their former youthfulness.

The hop louse pesters this hedge,
but these may be kept under contrel
by a frequent spraying with a kerosene
emulsion.
