Military Law Will Be Modified, is
Berlin's Announcement.

LONDON, Sept. 8, 1.556 am—A de-
spatch to Reuter’s’ Telegram Co. from
Berlin, coming by way of Amsterdam,
says:

It
was expected the gold would not be
within the treasury vaults until much
befere noon tomoiTow.

The first large shipment of gold and
securities to strengthen the British
credit in this country was received
here Aug. 12 and consistéd of about
$19,500,000 in gold and $30,000,000 in
securities. Nearly $20,000,000 in gold
and securities worth about $25,000,000
composed the seccond shipment, which
arrived Aug. 29. In each case the gold
and securities were carried to Halifax
by ship and there put on board a
special train for New York.
