Hon, AA'illiam John Hanna, M.L.A., 
K.C., president of the Imperial Oil Co., ’ 
flrtt food controller for Canada and 
former provincial secretary for On­
tario, died, suddenly yesterday at Part­
ridge Inn, Augusta, Ga. ' w~

Mr. Hanna lett for the south two 
weeks ago, accompanied by Mrs. 
Hanna, his physician. Dr. Samuel 
Cummings of Queen’s Park; Hon. 
AVallace Nesbitt and C. O. Stillman, 
vice-president of the Imperial Oil Co. 
He was believed to be doing Splendid­
ly, but at noon yesterday a telegram 
was received by G. H. Smith, also a 
vice-president of the company, from 
Mr. Stillman to say that Mr. Hanna 
had died from a stroke. The remains 
will be taken to Sarnia, Ont., for in­
terment. Deceased is survived by his 
wife and two daughters Mrs. H. R. 
Spaulding, now visiting New York and 
Miss Katherine Hanna, at Vassar Col­
lege, Poughkeepsie, N.Y. His son, 
Flight Lieut. Neil Hanna, was acci­
dentally killed while flying in Italy last 
November.

AV. J. Hanna practiced law fn Sarnia 
for a number of years. In 1902 he 
was elected to the legislature. He 
was b*rn in Adelaide Township, Mid­
dlesex County, Ont., on Oct. 13. 1862, 
son of George Hanna, and educated in 
the local schools and at Osgoode Hall. 
He was called to the bar in 1890 and 
made a K.C. in 1908. He was elected to 
the Ontario legislature in 1902, 1905, 
1908, 1911 and 1914.

“Honor” System.
In 1905 Mr. Hanna became provin­

cial secretary. His task was mainly 
concerned with asylums, the Central 
Prison and the liquor law. He had the 
idea that laws were made to be 
forced, and in particular the liquor 
law came in for some rlg’d enforce­
ment,
desire for reform in regard to the 
Insane and the prisoner. Mr. Hanna 
was the originator of the “honor” sys­
tem, which is carried out to a certain 
extent today. He took 400 men from 
the Central Prison and put them 
farm at Guelph on the "honor” sys­
tem and'the result was very successful 
In 12 months there were only three or 
four escapes. The idea was taken up 
by the municipalities. The Toronto in­
dustrial farm is run on this prin­
ciple^

Mr. Hanna Instituted similar reform's 
in the asylum's of the province, and 
patients possible of cure were separat­
ed from the others.

The cottage system, rather than one 
big building was adopted. On Feb. 15, 
1918, Mr. Hanna resigned from the 
Ontario government to devote time to 
his large business interests. He in­
augurated in the Imperial OH Co. a 
system of pensions and profit-sharing.

News of Mr. Hanna’s death spread 
rapidly downtown aiul was received 
with genuine regret among those who 
knew him.
