Immediately after his wife’s 
death he had thrown the unopened 
bottle of poison away. It never occur­
red to him that under the circum­
stances he should have kept it. He ad­
mitted that he suspected his wife had 
poisoned herself at the moment, how­
ever. of throwing away the poison He 
Attributed her death to apoplexy.

Menait of the Post-Mortem.
An adjournment of the enquiry took 

place until! to-day, the jury desiring 
a post-mortem examination. At 2 
o’clock this afternoon the inquest was 
resumed, when Dr. Grant made his 
report on the condition of the corpse, 
a report fully concurred in by Dr. Cor­
nell, who was present at the post-mor­
tem. The medical testimony proved 
that the organs of the body were in a 
remarkably healthy and quite normal 
condition, excepting a patch of unusu­
al redness in the stomach. An odor of 
prussic acid was detected. In the ca­
vity of the chest the doctors testified 
that the drug would leave almost im­
perceptible traces, and that there was 
nothing to indicate death from natural 
causes.

Dr. Bridgeland summed up the evi­
dence concisely and with a strong pre­
sumption against the innocence of 
Hammond. The jury deliberated over 
an hour, and brought in a verdict that 
deceased died from the effects of prus­
sic acid, and that the evidence pointed 
to Hammond as the one who adminis­
tered the drug.

Hniiiinond Charged With Murder.
This evening Hammond was arrest­

ed by Chief Constable Sloan and 
brought before H. Castle, J.P., for a 
preliminary hearing on a charge of 
murder. After the putting in of the 
formal record of the inquest, the case 
was remanded for eight days to allow 
of further enquiries being made. Con.
