Washington, May lL-The Industrial 
Commission to-day heard tbe flrst witness 
to be called In connection with Ha Inquiry 
Into the operations of trusts. The witness 
was Hon. James W. Lee of Pittsburg, at­
torney for several pipe line and oil com­
panies, and formerly a State Senator of 
Pennsylvania. Mr. Lee’s testimony was 
directed especially against tbe Standard Ull 
company. Speaking of the effect of trusts 
upon the consumer, Mr. Lee said the ten­
dency was to Increase prices until tuey be­
came extortionate. Trusts were organized 
to secure a monopoly, mid when this was 
secured by closing up rival establishments, 
they were In position to tty prices, which 
were, according to bis observation, gener­
ally increased in order to permit dividends 
on watered stock. This hud been eminent­
ly true of the Standard Oil Company,

A Case In Point,
As an Illustration, he said that when tbe 

Pure ull Company, In which the witness 
was Interested, went Into the Held In New 
York In 1896, they found the Standard sell­
ing oil at 0% cents a gallon. Tbe price was 
almost Immediately reduced to 6% cents, 
and bad remained there since, tbe object 
bring to drive out the rival. The flret price 
was Inordinately high, but tbe latter was 
ruinously low, and wnlle tbe Independent 
company had met the redaction It bad done 
so at a loaa. He thought the competition 
had resulted In a saving ofqrully $3,000,000 
to the people of Greeter New York. The 
same condition of affaire existed at other 
competitive points.

Mr. Lee expressed the opinion that the 
Standard Company was still getting rebates 
from the railroad companies, despite the 
law, and he thought this was accomplished 
bv paying exorbitant price* for lubricating

Absorbed 100 Companies.
He stated that tbe Standard Company had 

within the past 20 year* absorbed about 1U0 
companies, but live companies with which 
he wee connected had refused to sell at an 
advance of 12 per cent. In coat when they 
were about to be closed out by tbe sheriff. 
This refusal had been dictated largely by 
sentiment. Now, however, Independent 
companies were doing a prentable business. 
He knew of several refineries which had 
been purcheeed at high price» by the Stan­
dard Company, and then had been abut 
down. He had also heard that men bad 
received a bonus to remain Idle, but he had 
no personal Information on this subject.

Mr Lee said the Standard Oil Company 
had made an effort to prevent the exten­
sion of the business of the Independent com­
panies to foreign market# by buying up 
the tankage at given points and by selljuf 

price» than prevail even In tbe 
United States. StIU the Independent com­
panies were able to compete a,’It*‘?_ILa„r*®' 
iy because In Oreat Britain a»* Germany, 
and In some other countries, competition 
was preserved to a greater extent than In 
the United State*. In Oerniany no one 
was allowed to do bnalneaa at a loaa. The 
profit» made abroad were what enabled 
the Independent companies to continue I 
existence, as tbe business In this country 
alone was unprofitable.

Effect on tile Oil Bsslats».
Mr. Lee’s testimony at the afternoon 

session was devoted to the effect on the 
oil business, lie said the elm of the 
trust was to get a complete monopoly or 
business, fixing tbe price as It mny please 
and leaving little or no profit to the pro­
ducer. In Illustration, be sald the Btandard 
Oil Company had maintained tbe P«ce 
paid for crude oil nt «6 cent* per barrel 
for a year; that for ten years prerioue to 
1806 tbe price paid bad averaged only 80 
cents per barrel; whereas the average cost 
of production was not leas than 01.

General Effect Bed for Labor.
Mr. Lee was quite confident that the 

general effect of trusts was Injurloua to 
labor. The result was to deprive laborers 
of competltlod, of chance* for employment 
when thrown out of work, and to make 
them subservient and poorer cltlaen». A* 
a means of prevention of trusts, Mr. Lee 
suggested a law making destructive Com­
petition a criminal offence. He thought 
the fear of Imprisonment would Intimidate 
some of them. Nothing had done so much 
as destructive competition to prevent pro­
gress and fairness. He would also suggest 
that the capital of all corporations, ycept 
those of a public or quasi-public nature, 
should be limited to tl,900,00). He thought 
that something of this kind was necessary 
and that It a remedy was not found the 
country would be ruined by combinations 
of capital detrimental to the public In­
terests. . Under the conditions personal anv 
bltlon was stifled, and many men were be­
ing kept out of business because of tbe 
existence of the combinations. ,
