Compan”Grants Increase of Wages
—Strikers Admit Right to Hire
Non-Unionists-

IMPORTED MEN ARE ROT MENTIONED

Hysterical Enthusiasm in the City
Celebrated the Re-
turn of Elcctric Locomotion.

Albany, N. Y., May 18.—The Igreat
rallroad strike, lasting for twelve days,
requiring the presence of three thousand
members of the (National Guard in the
city, costing the lives of two prominent
merchants, and entailing an expense to
the County of Albany of over $39,000, is
amicably settled, and if the agreements
are kept there will ‘be no trouble for
tbhree years, at least.

The ominous calm which succeeded the
killing of two Inoffensive citizens two
days ago by National Guardsmen defend-
ing property- was succeeded this after-
noon and evening by hysterical enthusi-
asm when public bell towers and city
newspapers proclaimed that the twelve-

day strike on the street railways of five
cities had rbeen settled. Flags flying
from public and private buildings, horses
and wagons decorated with bunting and
the national emblem, citizens carrying
small flags in their hands and enthusiastic
youths and otherwise dignified citizens
chasing after the union-manned cars,
marked some of the earlier scenes of the
afternoon.
The Repair Wagon.

The repair wagon left the ' Traction
Company’s barn with its old union crew
aboard, and, going along Pearl-street, re-
celved an ovation. It was decorated with
flags and escorted by a joyful, shrieking
crowd, very different to the passion-
bound ecrowd that had followed the cars
the last few days. To-hight several of
the lines are running in this city, and all
of them in the other cities, and by noon
to-morrow all the lines will be running
on schedule time with union men.

First Sign of Settlement.

.The first indication of ithe settlement
of the strike came at an early hour
this morning from Troy, where it was
announced that the Troy division of rail-
way employes’' organization bhad decid-
ed to sign the agreement presented at
lagt night's conference. Following this
notification, the other divisions met In
Albany, and, after they had signed, the
Traction Company, of course, signed It,
and at 11 o’clock this morning it became
binding.

As is usual, both sides to (thls con-
troversy, which has cost two lives and
the loss of many thousands of dollars,
claim the credit.

Congcessions Won by the Men.

From the face of the agreement It
is evident that the striking men wou
these concessions:

Increasing night men and extra men's
wages to 20 cents per hour.

Granting men the right of appeal from
inspector or the super-
intendent to Traction Company’s Execu-
tive Board.

Providing ;that inspectors
car need not be running up,
present an equivalent for fare.

The road to pay an employe for lost
time when suspended and found not
gulilty.

Employes permitted to ride on their own
divisions free by showing their badge.
No discrimination against strikers who
have not committed violence.

Concessions the Other Way,

The traction people obtained these con-
cessions:

That men who were on strike and com-
mitted violence shall not be reinstated,
unless proven guiltless.

That the road may hire or discharge
any man, without reference to his affili-
ation or otherwise with a union.

That no prgposition to strike shqll be
acted upon until 48 hours has elapsed from
the time of notification, and that if a
strike 1s ordered it shall not take effect
until six days.

Withdrawal of Troops.

The withdrawal of the uniformed men
of the Guard was as expeditious as was
their bringing here. The Second Re-
giment was ready to go to Troy by 4
o’clock, and at 7.30 to-night the Ninth of
New York had also left the city. The
Twenty-third of Brooklyn goes out to-
morrow, and the Tenth Battalion men
of this city will go to their homes some
time to-morrow, after the last non-union
man has departed.

The funerals of the two vietims of the
soldiers’ bullets take place to-morrow af-
ternoon, and it is expected there will
be quite a demonstration.

Why Gambling is Evil,

There were three reasons why gambling
is evil. Nirst, the habit is a foolish one
and unworthy to be taken up by anyone
who considers himself ya sensible man.
Becond, it is a dangerous habit, and, thivd,
it is at variance with the spirit of the
Gospel. For one who .wins many finish,
if they finish at all, poorer. it »
fraught with great danger to those who
practise it. We have heard of an em-
ploye who robs an employer in order
that he may pay ‘' debts of honor,” and
thus brings himself to a felon’s dock.
It is not enough to condemn the thing
on selfish grounds. Better appeal to a
higher argument, and let every man say:
““This is a bad thing for me, and I will
have nothing to do with it. It . does
harm to other men, and I will give it up.”
That is the spirit of Christianity.

Love of Gain Strong.

There are two motives which ’‘induce
men to gamble: The love of gain, and
the love of excitement. The love of gain
is the less noble of the two, and the
niore cominon.
chances are alike for both. In the days
or our grandfathers duelling was justified !
on the same principle. That does not ob-|
tain now. If a man kills an
the law. calls the act by the name of
murder. Whatever the law in this mat-|
ter may be, it is not difficult.to gee if a
man puts himself in your power it is a
most dishonest thing for you to take ad-
vantage of him. Those who say it is the
love of excitement that induces them to
gamble could prove it by this: Would
you be willing to lose your money and
win buttons? When we see men willing
to do that then we will belleve it is the
escitement they play for. FEven if one
wins what another loses, the world is
poorer for the bargain, because two men
sink lower. It lies to the people to make
an appeal against the practice of gambl-
ing. When a man falls low one of
the devil’s cunning expressions is: ‘“ He
was no one's enemy but his own.” But
we cannot free ourselves from the blame
of influencing others by our example. In-
stead, he who falls to set a good example
is everyone's enemy.

It is Unworthy of Man.

Gambling is contrary to the spirit of
the Gospel, and to follow Christ is the
only kind of life worthy of man. It Is
not long since those in official positions
took the oath of allegiance to a new sov-
ereign. We all owe allegiance to a King
who can never die. Think what a force
iff the men who have been defending
the flag were to set themselves against
the gambling habit. What a power for
good the men of the . Toronto garrison |
might be if they would make up . their
minds to offer their allegiance to the King
of kings in the same measure as they are|
loyal to King FEdward.
