h’ort of Capt. Walter Christmas to the
Danish government, which dccla.x:egl,!
that he had employed corrupt means o
bring the negotiations for the sale of
the islands to a consummation.

The report, extracts from which Mr.
Richardson read, mentioned the names
of Abner McKinley and his partner,
Col. Brown; C. W. Knox, who was
described as “an intimate friend of
Senator Hanna'';Richard P. Evans,who
was said to represent “Mr. Gardner and
his friends in the House,” and two
press associations, the names of which
were not given, as having_ been inter-
ested in the matter. 'I'he charges
against members of Congress were not
specific. Mr. Richardson asked the
adoption of a resolution providing for
the appointment of an Investigating
Committee of seven. Myr. Richardson
amended this resolution so as to specifi-
cally include members of the House.

Great excitement attended the whole
proceeding. Mr. Cannon (Illineis) in-
sisted that Mr. Richardson's presenta-
tion was fragmentary, and that the
whole matter should go over until to-
morrow, but the House voted down the
motion for postponement. The resolu-
tion, with some minor amendmgnbs.
