DEATH OF LITTLE GLADYS EASTMURE

Subject of an Inquiry By Coromer’s
Jury—Speed of Cars at
Crossings,

That Street Raillway employes be thoroly
instructed in operating fenders; that a
more modern brake be used; that cars
should slacken speed at crossings. These
recommendations were contained in the
vendiet returned about midnight last night
by Coroner J. Milton Cotton's jury, who

encuired into the clrcumstances surround-
ing the death of little Gladys Eastmure,
who was fatally injured by being run
down by Beit Line car No. 342 at Sher-
bourne and .

The evidence of the child's father was
important.

From what his
daughter said Mr. Kastmure concluded that
the southbound car was going at a high
rate of speed.
