'Gruelling Race.
The time was 85 2-5 seconds slower than 

the mark established by Dorando when 
he defeated Hayes over the same track 
three weeks ago. It was a gruelling race 
for nearly 25 miles, the Italian gener­
ally in thé' lead, but occasionally over­
hauled by a wonderful spurt on the part 
of the Indian. -TThe men started away at 
a brisk clip, Dorando at once establishing 
a lead of nearly two yards. Longboat had 
won the. pole position and pushed the 
other so* hard in the first few minutes 
that at the end of five miles the Dorando- 
Hayes record for the distance had been 
beaten by nearly a minute. Later the 
men slowed up, and for many miles they 
kept the same relative position in slower 
time. Then Ixmgboat spurted and repeat­
ed these tactics until they had a plainly 
evident effect upon the Italian. Dorando 
nevertheless held his advantage until the 
last lap of the fourteenth mile, when 
Longboat took the lead and Increased his 
pace a little. He finished the fourteen 
miles 1 minute 16 2-6 seconds ahead of 
the Dorando-Hayes record.

Indian Keeps on Doggedly. 
Longboat’s effort proved to be spas­

modic, and Dorando easily passed him In 
the fifteenth mile. Longboat showed 
signs of fatigue In the seventeenth mile, 
but kept on doggedly ylthln striking dis 
tance of the Italian. In the twentieth 
mile Longboat shot ahead and dropped 
Into a natural lope, which kept him In 
the lead for five yards. Then Dorando, 
amid wild cheers, forged ahead. Again in 
the twenty-third the Indian made a sen- 
sational sprint and gained the lead. In the 
fécond lap of the twenty-fourth mile Dor­
ando regained his advantage. Both men 
moved more slowly and showed weari­
ness. In the beginning of the twenty-sixth 
mile Longboat sprinted, and the Italian 
went to the rear. In the middle of the 
mile, alid when a quarter of a lap behind, 
Dorando fell to the track, and it was 
necessary to pick him up and carry him 
to his dressing-room.

The race was hard-fought from start to 
finish, and kept the thousands of specta­
tors In wild excitement. At twenty-five 
miles Dorando was leading by two yards. 
A moment before I.ongbeat hadi made a 
remarkable spurt and put himself 
even footing with the little Italian. _ 
ando immediately regained first position, 
and the men were fighting it out In the 
twenty-sixth mile, wltl^ Dorando in the 
lead, but visibly weaketj. The chances of 
Longboat appeared t<y htiprpve in the sec­
ond and third laps. In the fourth lap 
while the crowd was crylng ltselt hoarse! 
both men slackened perceptibly. Then 
suddenly Dorando staggered and" dropped, 
Longboat finishing alone. His time for 
the distance of twenty-six miles 385 yards 
was 2.45.05 2-5. ,

The Marathon fever drew a gathering of 
over 11,000 persons to the Garden, and 
many men and women were fighting for 
admission at ' 9 o'clock, when the 
was scheduled to begin.

By order of the fire department, the 
doors of the Garden were closed as the 
race started. The four or five thousand 
persons who had been unable to obtain 
admission, tho many of them were ticket- 
holders, created so much disturbance that 
police reserves were sent to the 
These finally restored order.

Tli race started at 9.11 o’clock. Long­
boat won the toss and took the pole posi­
tion. Dorando Jumped into the lead and 
set a steady pace, with the Indian a few 
feet back. Both were running easily, but 
at a good clip. y

The first mile was made In 5.14 1-5, Dor- 
ando leading by two yards.

Longboat took the "lead early In the 
third mile, but held It for three laps 
only, Dorando letting out a link in his 
speed and running around the Canadian 
Dorando then continued in ihe lead and 
at the finish of the tenth mile was run­
ning at a steady, fast gait, two vards 
ahead of his opponent. The time for the 
ten miles was 58 minutes 57 second, which 
IS 1 minute 9 2-6 seconds faster than the 
time made -in the Hayes-Dorando race for 
the distance.

At five miles Dorando was leading bv 
two yards. Time 28.27 4-5. The time beat 
the Hayes-Dorando time for the distance 
by 56 2-5 seconds.

There was practically no change be­
tween the tenth and fifteenth miles Do­
rando leading at the latter distance by 
three yards. The time for fifteen miles 
was 1 hour 30 minutes 2 2-5 seconds This 
was 1 minute 41 1-5 seconds better than 
the Hayes-Dorando time.

League, I know of but one who might in­
vite trouble—Jlggs Donouue of the White 
Sox. Douohue and I had several rows In 
1907, and we told each other pretty plain­
ly what we thought. But Jlggs proved 
himself a man, every Inch of nim, after 
the season was over, when he came to our 
hotel during the world's series, talked to 
the boys, advised them and encouraged 
them. We buried the hatchet 

"As I said before, nobody wants to hurt 
a first baseman. It is a sort of unwritten 
law that, as the poor fellow must keep 
Ills foo.t there, It Isn’t fair 
Matty McIntyre, for Instance, Would have 
played all of 190? for us jf he hadn’t turn­
ed ills ankle to save Bob Unglaub.

“King Kelly once ottered to bet Jack 
Crooks |5 that he could give tile latter the 
ball, be ten feet away from the bag, and 
yet make It without being touched. Kelly 
was so clever )n dodging one way when 
the baseman expected him to go the other 
that few could touch him. Crooks knew 
this only too. well, so he declined to take 
the bet. Famous as Kelly was for his 
work on the bases. Ty Cobb Is a better 
base-runner, for Ty has more speed and 
Is equally tricky In getting around the 
man with the ball.

"Watching the basemèn. of course, Is 
the great trick in sliding. You can usually 
tell by the way the guardlau of, the sack 
Is standing which direction the ball Is 
coming from, and it Is your cue to go the 
opposite way. But even In this method 
there Is always a chance of being out­
generaled. It’s an old trick of the fielder 
to hold his hands. on his hips and pretend 
the ball is npt cothtng to him. As a re­
sult you go sldfw tb your slide, when he 
suddenly becomes animated, grabs the 
ball out of the air and tags you. —Or a 
baseman will lean in one. direction for 
the ball and then dodge over, take It 
from aether, and unless you" can out­
guess him Ire has won.

"Scientific base-running makes a ball 
team. Yet it Is surprising that this im­
portant part of baseball Is neglected in 
many Instances. Runs win games, and 
the first principle is to get men around 
the bases. Headless base-running, of 
course, amounts to nothing and often 
works great harm, but it Is the rule that 
pennant-winners are made up of fast 
players, who know how and when to steal 
bases."

Jennings in this respect speaks by the 
card, altho there have been some cham­
pion teams which were not particularly 
brilliant In the base-running line. The old 
Détroits, who won the National League 
championship twenty years ago, were 
slow coaches on the base paths. The only 
sprinter on the team was Ned Hanlon. 
Charley Bennett, great catcher that he 
was, could not run much (aster than Jim 
McGuire. Dan Brouthers, Fred Dunlap 
Deacon White, Jack Rowe. Hardie Rich­
ardson and Sam Thompson were all In 
the Ice-wagon class. ,

The Détroits in those days won the pen­
nant because of their terrific batting and 
the fine pitching of Lady Baldwin, Qet- 
zeln and others. But they were an excep­
tion to the rule, for the old Chicago», un­
der Anson, had some star base-runners, 
notably Hugh Nlcol, Billy Sunday, George 
Gore and Mike Kelly. When the New 
Yorks won the pennant In 1888 and 1889, 
Buck Ewing. John Ward, Mike Tiernan 
and Gore were unequaled In this depart­
ment of the game.

The St. Louis Browns, who played New 
York for the world's championship In 
1888 had such fleet base-stealers as Arlle 
Latham, Yank Robinson, Tip O’Neill,Tom 
McCarthy and even Charley Comlskey. 
McCarthy, Hugh Duffy, Tucker, Long, 
Collins and Rowe, all crackajacks, helped 
the Bostons to win several pennants later, 
while the old Baltimore team had such 
star base-runners as McGraw, Kelley,Jen­
nings, Brodte and Keeler.
