The
damage was very slight.”

GERMAN CONCESSIONS

Pekin, March 19.—Chinese troops
have occupied without opposition the
German concessions at Tientsin and
Hankow. The Dutch have taken over
the German consulates.

, Tientsin is the largest commercial
¢ity in the Province of Chih-li. The
eity is held on lease in perpetuity
granted by the Chinese Government to
the British crown, which sublets plots
to private owners. Besides the Brit-
ish concession, the French, Germans,
Russians, Japanese, Austrians, Ital-
jans and Belglans have separate set-
tlements, five miles in all, the river
front being governed by foreign
powers.

The German econcession at Hankow
was obtained in 1895 by a lease in
perpetuify from the Chinesp authori-
ties in power. This concession, how-
ever, givemy no territorial jurisdiction.
This was lollowed by concessions to
France and Russia. The three con-
cessions lie on the north bank of the
river, and immediately below the Brit-
ish concession.
