place is found for him. There are three 
official visitors who are always on the 
move, visiting these men, getting places 
for others us they go out, and sup­
plementing in a very practical way the 
work of the Mansfield institution. Dr. 
Leonard himself visits every part of the 
state, and points out to the people, es­
pecially employers of labor that unless 
positions are given these men as they 
come out there is no door open to them 
except that of crime, and fie 
failed to have ready and open a place 
for every man.

But the greatest reform of all in Dr. 
Leonard’s opinion, is the suspended 
sentence. It is now in operation in 
Ohio, and at least as large a proportion 
of those let out on suspended sentence 
make good as of those who pass through 
the Mansfield institution, and the state 
is saved the expense. Of course there 
are some who must be placed under re­
straint, but enough turn out well to 
mark the suspended sentence as a great 
reformatory agency.

The success of an institution, says Dr. 
Leonard, depends very largely on the 
“sanctified common sense” of the man ut 
the head. For himself, he selects nil his 
own assistants, and would not tolerate 
for a moment the system that gives 
places to men merely because they were 
good ward politicians. Ohio, he fays, 
has a good, civil service system and is 
improving it, and he believes that all 
over the country the spoils system is 
steadily losing ground.

Dr. Leonard tells many intensely 
human stories about individual cases of 
reform. He is entirely opposed to harsh 
measures, remarking that violence is the 
proof of weakness.

Asked if he believed an industrial 
farm would be a good investment for St. 
John, he replied emphatically in the 
affirmative, and added that one of his 
most pleasing recollections of this city 
would be the knowledge he had gained 
that there are earnest people here giv­
ing thought to these great questions of 
social welfare, which will not be solved 
in our time, but which will be brought 
nearer solution by every individual who 
sees his or her relation to the tasks to 
be performed, and does not shirk the re­
sponsibility or the effort involved.

is ever whipped. An unusually large 
proportion of them are trustworthy. The 
surface of the farm is irregular, two 
railways run through it, and there are 
many opportunities to get out of sight 
and away; and yet, out of five thousand 
men Dr. Leonard has treated as “trust­
ies” and given the opportunity to try to 
escape only thirty-eight have ever taken 
a mean advantage of his confidence in 
them. This, he says, is due to a change 
in the point of view on the part of the 
prisoner—the creation of an atmosphere 
which affects the attitude of the men to­
ward the institution and the state. 
Briefly put, the message to each new­
comer is something like this:—

“It is clear you were not sent here 
because you were good; but the court 
believed there was some good in you 
that might be developed if the chance 
were given. We give you that chance.

Just before he came away on his vaca­
tion, Dr. Leonard asked one of his chief 
sssistants how many of the inmates 

, might be regarded as “trusties,” and the 
snswer was that about half of the thir­
teen hundred might be so classed.

Not only is there extensive farming, 
the products of which are supplied the 
state institutions, but there are factor­
ies where clothing, boots, shooes and 
furniture are made for the same insti­
tutions. Dairying and poultry raising 
are carried on. They have a hundred 
COWS. Last year they raised ten thous­
and chickens, three thousand ducks and 
hundreds of geese. The products of the 
farm last y ere were valued at $60,000, 
of which $29,000 was profit. There is al­
so profit in all the factory work, and this 
of course reduces the cost of the institu­
tion to the state. Moreover, the value 
of the land is increased. A large block 
of swamp land that was bought for 
$125 per acre has been reclaimed and is 
now the great garden of the farm, and 

‘ recently city real estate men asked to 
put a value‘on it fixed the figure at $850 
an acre if it were placed on the market. 
And so, in one way after another the 
value of the work of the institution has 
been demonstrated. The men on the 
farm and in the factories work faithfully 
snd give as good service as hired help 
would give. They also learn what will 
enable them to earn a living when they 
go out. And no man goes out until a 
place has been found for him.
