I “By many the moral law, like the 
law of the State, is viewed very much 
as a kind of public to be outwitted, 
and the main point is to outwit it suc­
cessfully. Leaders and critics of men 
are constantly deploring the moral de­
ficiencies of mankind. Morality, so far 

it is strong, derives its strength not 
from its own nature but from its co­
incidence with desire and interest,’’ 
Prof. Laing continues.
