He also referred to the matter of the 
Carillon power and said it was the pol­
icy of the Conservative party to keep 
the water power of the country In or­
der to develop home industry.

He arraigned the C. N. R. manage­
ment for Its expenditure of $181,000 on 
the chain of radio stations, for the pur­
chase of the Scribe Hotel in Paris and 
for the purchase of the Union Club in 
London. He declared that Sir Henry 
Thornton’s former salary of $50,000 
was sufficient and that the recent in­
crease was unwarranted.

He asserted that the Progressive 
party was on the decline and would 
soon be extinct.
