Today they
are visiting the Gibson cotton mill at
Marysville where Mr. Rayfiel worked
as a weaver and the country about
Marysyille and Fredericton.

His First Job,

They intend to go to St. John where
the magistrate first set foot on Can-
adian soil. The first job he ever had
was given him by Patrick Mooney of
B. Mooney and Sons, contractors of St.
John, who were engaged in erecting
brick dwellings at Marysville for Alex-
ander Gibson, Sr. Mr. Rayfiel intends
to look up B. Mooney and Sons and
see if there is any one who remembers
him.

He is a native of Russia but left that
country at an early age. From Lon-
don, England, he went to St. John on
a cattle steamer, leaving the ship there
with one shilling in his pocket. His
first shelter was in a box car loaded
with brick and in it he-traveled a long
distance. How far he noes not know.

He found himself in Marysville. Ap-
proaching a hotel he entered and was
surprised to be urged to eat in a din-
ing room.

Hired By Mr. Mooney.

He had a talent for sketching and
used it in sketching the town and the
Nashwaak river. While engaged n
making his sketch one day he felt a
hand on his shoulder and a man com-
plimented him upon his work. The |
man was Patrick Mooney, who with |
his father was engaged erecting brick |
houses in Marysville. i

The result of this conversation was
that Rayfiel took his first employment |
in Canada, carrying the hod in the
Mooney contract until it was finished.
He worked later as a farm laborer
with William Henry at Upper Maga:
guadavic. Later he was in the lumber
woods on the Gibson operation for a
time and also was in the cotton mill,
where he learned to be a weaver. From
Marysville he went to Boston and
finally reached New York. His knowl-
edge of English was imperfect, but
| through a daughter who became a
school teacher he was educated, finally
being admitted to the New York bar
and eventually becoming city magis-
trate.

MILLIONAIRE  HOBO
MARRIES SECRETARY

James E. How, Wealthy Tramp,
and Julian Arnold, Poet,
Rub Elbows.

Chicago, Aug. 20—A poet and a
millionaire hobo, each famous in wide-
ly different spheres, rubbed elbows as
they presented themselves at the mar-
riage license bureau here yesterday.

They were Julian B. Arnold, essay-
ist, poet and lecturer, son of Sir Ed-
win Arnold, Chicago, and James Eads
How, millionaire hobo of St. Louls,
Mo.

Arnold, who is 63 years old, was
married to Miss Elabor Hartford, 58.
How, 55, and Miss Ingeberg Sorénson,
29, his secretary, were wedded.

The voet, who lost himself after
business failures led to his arrest and
exile from England, traveled extensive-
iy and finally came here where he was
known until 1916 as “J. B. Lindon.”
Under. this name he wrote and lectur-
ed. At 54 years of age he acknowl-
edged his identity and began a new
start as Julian B. Arnold.

The millionaire hobo, whose grand-
father built the famous Mississippi
river jetties and numerous othet
bridges, and whose father was presis
dent of the Wabash Railroad, startled
the world back in the 90’s when he
announced he was not entitled to the
$1,000,000 he inherited because he had
done nothing to earn it. He has sold
newspapers, washed dishes and per-
formed other menial tasks as he jour-
neyed about the country, living in flop
houses and cheap hotels. Once he
walked into the office of St. Louis
Mayor and tried to give him $100,000
to help the poor.

ANNOUNGES TESTS
WILL BE MADE FREE

That the Wasserman tests employed
as. one of the methods of diagnosing

future for any patient in New Bruns-
wick was:the statement made yester-
day by Hen..Dr. W.. F. Roberts, Min-
ister of Public Health, at the opening
session of the New Brunswick Medical
Society Convention. The patient may
apply at any .of the department’s so-
cial hygiene clinics in the province or,
if he is consulting a private practition-
er, the department will make the test
for the doctor at neo.expense to him.

Dr. Roberts said that this latest de-
parture of his- department would, oper-
ate to the advantage of both the medi-
caliprofession and the patients. He
said that $15,000 had been -alloted for
the venereal disease programme, which
included nine free clinics. One half of
this. amount came frem the Dominion
Department of Health and the other
half from the New Brunswick Depart-
ment of Health.

Between $3,000 and $4,000 was here-
tofore received from the laboratory di-
vision of the department from Wasser-
man examinations. This revenue would
no longer exist as Wasserman tests
would-be free, he.said. -
