Rhelms, Nov. 10—In (he shadow of 

its shell-torn cathedral, rwihfch still 
stands as a mighty symbol of bene­
diction over a God-fearing and cour­
ageous people, this romantic old dty is 
growing into a modern glory never 
known in the days before the guns of 
the enemy laid it into a shambles.

Those stalwart walls stood against 
flame and cannon, and although classic 
carvings were shaken as was the securi­
ty of those who worshipped there, the 
foundation never weakened any more 
than the faith It inspired. Those walls 
and that faith have saved Rheims.

A remarkable transformation has 
been achieved within these six years. 
At the time of the armistice Rheims 
was a hopeless heap of ruins. Practi­
cally every building had been tumbled 
down or punctured. Roads were torn, 
sidewalks blocked, gardens ravaged and 
community life reduced to the last 
agony of civic sickness. Over it all lay 
a blanket of dust. The dust came 
from the fallen piles' of sandstone 
buildings, riddled and shattered and 
then scattered. Nothing stood but 
those great gray walls of that Temple 
of Faith.

; German Ships For Sale.

When the "long-hoped-for shipping 
revival takes place it is not at all un­
likely that a considerable portion of 
the attenuated German mercantile 
marine will be offered to British ship­
ping companies. The time is coming 
near when the German companies will 
have to re-value their fleets on a gold 
mark basis, and it is practically a fore­
gone conclusion that when that is done 
the finances.of German shipping will be 
seen in a very unfavorable light. Al­
ready I hear from friends in the city 
who are in close touch with Hamburg 
that a great part of the new tonnage 
building in Germany has been offered 
in England, because the German com­
panies realize that they cannot run the 
new vessels at a profit. The entire 
German merchant fleet, including the 
ships now building, does not exceed 
3,000,000 tons, but, even so, the Ger­
man companies are finding it almost 
impossible to raise the capital to carry

Aerial Development.

One result expected from the inter­
national air conference at Paris is a 
more progressive attitude in aerial de­
velopment on the part of those na­
tions, such as Spain, Portugal, Sweden 
and Russia, which have hitherto lagged 
behind the modern times. New routes 
are to be opened up east and west and 
existing ones improved and extended. 
Commander Burney still pins his faith 
to airships for (practical and commer­
cial purposes, and points to the ZR-3, 
as a superb model of up-to-date mech­
anism. The fact that their last and 
best Zep is going under the U. S. en­
sign. causes great bitterness in Ger­
many. We are benefitting already to 
the extent of an order for one big air­
ship for Spain, a fact y.hich by no 
means reconciles Germany to the Ver­
sailles ukase agalftst Friedrichshafen.

New Generation at Cambridge.

A lecturer at one of the women’s 
colleges at Cambridge tells me that the 
new term just started has proved very 
interesting to those who have studied 
the effects of the war on the physique 
and constitution of children. For the 
first time, she says, the college has re­
ceived a bateli of girls who obviously 
did not suffer in the war. The girl 
who was between the ages of nine and 
11 in 1914 is stamped with the war. 
More often than not she is anaemic, 
nervy, and seems to lack staimna. The 
generation now coming up to Cam­
bridge was either too young to be 
much worried or was given good and 
nourishing food at the expense of its 
elder sisters.

In 1914 the population of Rheims was 
close to 120,000. The exodus began 
immediately after the war started, but 
thousands courageously remained, res­
cuing treasures, protecting edifices and 
putting out fires, until in 1918 when 
practically all were forced to flee. 
But they came hack faster than they 
withdrew. The population is now 
about 100,000.
