LIVERPOOL PUSHING LONDON

If Cross, Feverish, Constipated, Give

London, an. 20—London has a task cut 
out for itself to hold its own in the ex­
port and import trade. During the year 
of 1912 Liverpool showed a much more 
rapid growth in this business than did 
the metropolis, although London still 
led by $50,000,000.

The trade through Liverpool amount­
ed to more than $1,876,000,000, excluding 
coastwise goods, showing an increase of 
$185,000,000, while London during the 
same time showed an increase of only 
$75,000,000.

London suffered a severe setback 
through strikes and lack of port facili- 
ties. The port of London authorities are 
now spending millions in the improve­
ment of the docks in the hope of induc­
ing the steamship companies to send 
their larger freight steamers here.

BARON STRATHCONA AND MOUNT ROYAL
London, Jan, 21—Lord Strathcona and 

Mount Royal, high commissioner for 
Canada, died at 1.55 o’clock this morning. 
He passed away peacefully in his sleep.

The Right Honorable Donald Alexan­
der Smith, first Baron Strathcona, and 
Mount Royal, was a son of the late 
Alaxender Smith, of Archieston, and 
Barbara S., daughter of Donald Stuart, 
of Leanchoil, Scotland. He was born 
at Forres, Morayshire, Scotland, on Aug. 
6, 1820, educated in his native country, 
received the honorary degree of LL. D., 
in 1887, of Cambridge University, in 
1892, of Yale University, in 1899, of the 
University of Aberdeen, in 1902, of La­
val University and in other universities 
at subsequent dates. He married the 
late Isabella Sophia, daughter of the 
late Richard Hardistry. They had one 
daughter, the Hon. Mrs. Howard, who 
succeeds to the titles.

When quite young, he entered the ser­
vice of the Hudson Bay Company as a 
cadet, coming to Canada in 1888, he 
spent thirteen years on the Labrador 
coast and was afterwards stationed in 
the great northwest. Promoted step by 
step he became a chief factor, and subse­
quently was named resident governor 
and chief commissioner of the company 
in Canada, a position he held for many 
years. As a public man he first came
