A proposal is afoot in Manitoba to
make a gift of remounts to the British
government, following the example of
Saskatchewan, which is giving 1,400
horses for this purpose. This would be
in addition to the gift of, flour already
offered by Sir Redmond Roblin and ac-
cepted.

The Sulpician community of Catholic
clergy, through its superior, Rev. Father
Lecocq, of Montreal, has forwarded to
Hon. L. P. Pelletier $25,000 towards the
Canadian Patriotic Fund. The Ottawa
branch of the fund has now raised $180,-
856.

Employes of the government printing

ureau, in Ottawa, have agreed to con-
tribute one day’s pay to the Patriotic
and Red Cross Funds. It will amount
to about $2,500.

The Hamilton, Ont., branch of the
National Patriotic Fund committee an-
nounces that $150,000, the amount it set
out to raise in three days, has been col-
lected. It is expected further subscrip-
tions will bring the total up to $180,000.

.. The total of Quebec’s snbscriptions to
the Canadian Patriotic Fund has been
raised by $50,000 by the donations made
by Frank W. Ross and his son, Frank
Ross,” who each gave $25,000 to the fund.

The three days war relief fund cam-
paign in London, Ont., netted $140,000.

$416,250 was raised for the Canadian
Patriotic Fund. The aim is to secure a
million dollars.

The Duke of Connaught yesterday
witnessed another grand review of the
troops assembled at Valcartier, when
20,000 were marched past for his inspec-
tion. With him was General Crozier,
chief of the ordnance staff of the United
States army, who was present in uni-
form. Col. Sam Hughes announced after
the review that it would be the last, and
that the men would now settle down to
tactical manoeuvring. ;

A cycle corps of messengers will be
formed at Valcartier Camp from among
twenty Ottawa cadets who arrived there
vesterday from the Collegiate Institute
and: Asbury College. They will not be
taken to the old country.

It is expected that the city council
will take some action towards helping
the volunteers at Partridge Island to se-
cure better physical training.

Japs Make Capture

‘Tokio, Sept. 15—Under date of Sept-
ember 12 the War Office has given out
an official statement relating to the
situation at Tsing-tau in which it is de-
clared that Japanese cavalry captured
Chi-Mo, ten miles outside of the Kiao-
Chow zone. No signs of the enemy were
discovered north of the River Pisha.
Aeroplanes of the enemy occasiomally
are sighted.

Germans Lose in Belgium

London, Sept. 15—An engagement took
place yesterday near Alost, fifteen miles
northwest of Brussels, between German
cavalry and a Belgian quick firing de-
tachment in motor cars. The Germans
are reported to have lost heavily.

Twenty thousand Germans, the de-
spatch says, have evacuated Alost hast-
ily, to reinforce their troops elsewhere.
Before their departure the Germans re-
moved their flag, which had been flying
over the railway station. -

New Novel By Viaclioll May B

! L.ong In Coming

 WRTER BY ACGOEN

First Editor of Gray's Elegy In

a Country Churchyard, For
| Which Author Got Nothing
Sells For $1,475

(Times’ Special Correspondence).

London, Sept. 2 — Those who delight
in the novels of Horace Annesley
Vachell (and these seem to constitute
quite a multitude), should make the best
of his recently published and wholly en-
Jjoyable “Quinneys,” for it seems likely
to be some time before the author of
“Brothers” and “The Face of Clay” finds
time to give us another romance. Mr.
Vachell is one of the extremely select
band of successful novelists who also
have made a success on the stage and,
unlike any I believe, of his fellow crafts-
men he usually tells any story that has
occurred to him in play-form first and
does not make a novel of it until later.
Occasionally, . owing to circumstances,
the book actually gets published before
the play is performed, this, in fact,
being the case with “Quinneys,” which
Cyril Maude accepted months ago and
which would have seen the light before
this had it not been for what Sir Beer-
hohm Tree would call “the obstinate
success” of the “Grumpy.”

Thus “Her Son” was a play before
it was a novel, and so too, were “Blinds
Down,” and “Jelfs” which pleased so
much in playform when done by Gerald
dn Maurier at Wyndham’s. It is the
latter piece, (all about a banking house),
which is keeping Mr. Vachell busy at
the present moment, so he told me.

“‘Jelfs’ as a play,” observed Mr.
Vachell, “needs considerable alterations
to suit it to audiences abroad and in
making these I am having the benefit
of the advice of Guy Bolton, who is an
American and the author of “The Rule
of Three” which apparently scored so
hard when seen on the other side.
Further plays ? Yes, I shall be getting
to work on a new one before much time
has passed, but at present I have little
more than the scenario sketched out.
Yes, T hgpe it will make a novel later

I hope to have shot quite a lot of grouse
up north before I begin to think
seriously about it.”

Author by Accident,

The story of how Mr, Vachell became
an author is interesting. It was largely
due to an accident. Born, like Maurice
Hewlett, in 1861, he went, first to Har-
row, and then to Sandhurst where he
was destined for the Rifle Brigade,
which regiment, however, he _'never
joined. Finding that he would have to
wait two or three years for a vacancy,
he decided to visit the United States.
In Wyoming he and his brother killed
almost the last of the over-hunted bisons
and in California, where the land boom
was just beginning, he bought a cattle
ranch which he still owns. When he finally
was gazetted to his regiment—England
being at that time at peace with the
world—his interests in California con-
strained him to resign his commission.
Of late years he has lived in England.

Everything semed to conspire to keep
him from writing though he always had
the itch to do so. As a youngster he
was a famous runner (he ‘won the half-
mile for Sandwich against Woolwich,
another military training college), and
at the outset games and athletics gen-
erally kept him busy. Years later, how-
ever, during the hunting season in Eng-
land, he found himself laid by the heels
cne day with a severe cold. A friend
about to ride off to the meet suggested
that, to while away the minutes between
coughing and sneezing, he should write
down some of his Californian ex-
periences. He did so and to his surprise
the resulting tale, called “Tiny,” was ac-
cepted by the “Whitehall Review.”
Other stories were taken by the same
paper and eventually Vachell tried his
hand at a long novel which he sub-
mitted to a sagacious editor.

The latter returned it with the com-
ment that it was “good enough to pub-
lish and bad enough to burn” Vachell
cremated it. His second novel, “The
Romance of Judge Ketchum,” was
passed upon by a man who had been
private secretary to Herbert Spencer,
and was warmly commended. It was
published in both England and the
United States and Vachell was launched
upon his career. His novels, since then,
have included “The Pinch of Pros-
perity,” “The Other Side” and “The
Shadowy Third,” but most of us think
that two novels of Harrow, “The Hill”
and “Brothers” the finest things thap he
has done.
