London, . Oct. 15—In the opinion of ! 

Henry V ivian, founder of the co-partner­
ship movement, who returned from Can­
ada last week, a short decline in the price 
of real estate in Canada was inevitable. 
Land values, he believes, are far too high, 
and the real estate man too much in evi­
dence. All the capital Canada could get 
could be used in the development of its 
industries and railways; it was a thou­
sand pities therefore, that so much was 
taken up in land gambling.

This was weak water beside the strong 
meat which was served up by newspapers 
here, and Canadian circles are greatly con­
cerned at the loss o. Canadian prestige 
brought about by the sale in London at 
ridiculously high prices. The attention of 
the Hon. George E. Foster has been called 
to this question and representations made 
to him that the government might well 
intervene.

It is impossible/’ said a prominent 
Canadian, "to exaggerate the harm that 
is bying done to the interests of the dom­
inion through the operations of certain 
real estate men here; or to over-empha- 
sise the necessity of a change in this direc­
tion. People in Canada can have no con­
ception of the condition arising from the 
actions of those selling real estate in 
Great Britain at immensely inflated prices 
or measures to curtail them would im­
mediately be taken. The passport to fav­
orable consideration which the word ‘Can­
adian” used to be is a lost factor; and a 
heavy score is being laid up which will 
have to be settled at no distant date.”
, This opinion can be confirmed in respon­

sible Canadian circles in London. In the 
investment advice columns of newspapers 
it is frequently advised that extreme cau­
tion should be used in purchasing'Cana­
dian land. An enquiry was made into the 
value of lots outside a small town in Al­
berta which are being offered and sold 
here extensively at $175, and it was as­
certained that a mile nearer the town lots 
could be purchased a» from $55 to $70. 
The question Canadians in London is ask­
ing is as to whether the good name of 
genuine concerns should he penalized by 
the operations of the unscrupulous, and 
it demands a prompt answer; and no­
where will you find it more insisted on 
than in Canadian ciieles in close touch 
with the money market here.

With the growth in Canada of the co­
partnership housing movement, Mr. Vivian 
is much gratified. He doubts if there is 
a town in the dominion where, if an in­
quiry was made at the city hall about 
housing, the movement would not be 
tioned. That was largely due to the fact 
that Canada's governors-general — Earl 
Grey and the Duke of : Connaught—were 
enthusiasts on the subject. Healing with 
Canadian towns, the character of the 
dwellings and the system of sanitation, 
he"said there was no corporate view of life
