RUSSIA T0 TRY
10 RETURN TS
FLAG 10 SEAS

Ambitious Programme Plan-
ned by Soviet Government
to Develop Own Carriers
for Trade.

New York, Feb. 9—The present yen’r
will see the return of the Russian flag,
under the auspices of the Soviet Gov-
ernment, tp the trade routes of the
world, if plans matured by the Boishe-
viki and now considered ready for op-
eration prove successful.

The Soviet Govérnment, it is reported
from England, is becoming an impor-
tant ship owner, Its chief instrument
in its shipping ventures at the present
time is the Arcos Company, which has
its headquarters at Soviet House, Moor-
gate, London, This is described as a
British company, but its staff is balf
Russian and half English, and one of

Jts aetivities ‘is the operation and man-

agement of the Soviet shipping com-
pany known as the Government Baltic
Steamship Company, or, as it is called
in Russio, the Torgflot.

This latter enterprise has its head-
quarters in Petrograd. It owns a fieet
of twenty modern stedamers, with a
deadweight tonnage capacity of 60,000,
und is at present carrying on a regular
cargo service from the Baltic to Iing-
land and other points in Rurope.
Though this company was formed only
six months ago, it is said to be devel-
oping very—progressively.

Another sign of the Russian determi-
nation to build up a shipping industry
is the arrangement it has reached with
the White Star Line and other British
shipping companies for regular services,
which, while not yet finally concluded,
is expected soon to receive the stamp
of finality, The Canadian Pacific lines
have also opened an office in Moscow,
under the encouragement of the Bol-
sheviki, and are expected eventually to
take a prominent part in Russia’s drive
to get her goods on to the hight seas.

Other activities of the Arcos Com-

any in London at present include the
Emaling of the reconstructed Russian
Volunteer Fleet, known as the Dobro-
flot, which is mainly engaged in the
Baltic trade. Arcos, in addition, is

- doing a considerable amount of char-

tering of vessels for the expansion of
the Russian overséas trade. Regular
soilings are being arranged from Petro-
grad, Reval, Riga, Archangel and
Odessa.  During the open season at
Pctrograd a number of impor{ant ship-
ments took place, and during this per-
fod, from May to November, Arcos
vessels carried an average of 100,000
tons of coal and general carge a month
fiom British ports to Russia, returning
foaded with cargoes of timber, hides
and furs. . .

A special effort is being made to
&-\ewp the oil tanker trade in the
Black Sea. Sailings are being ar-
ranged between Batoum and European
ports, and a headquarters for the ship-
ping indutry has been established at
Odessa. A yearly “expedition to the
Kara Sea, similar to that sent out last
year, when five vessels of 8,000 tons
cach together with an ice-breaker, took
out a general cargo, and returned laden
with hides, asbestos, graphite, wax and
frrs; is planned by the Arcos Company.

It is not expected that Danzig will
be much used for the Russian trade by
the fact that the White Star Line is
sending the Canopic there soon an a
rip wiil later take- her to Halitax
and New York and that is expected to
attract a certain amount of Russion
business.

Forbach, Lorraine, Feb. 9—Twenty-
two thousand miners quit work yes-
terday in the coal fields in Northeast
Lorraine.

Brussels, Feb. 9.—Active exploitation
of occupied Germany by France and
Belgium is expected to be under way
completely in a short time.

TORONTO GASPLANT

Overcome by Carbon Mon-
oxide Gas—Six in Hospi-
tal, Others I1l in Homes.

(Canadian Press.)

Toronto, Feb. 9.—Ten men are dead,
six aye in the hospital and a dozen
others are ill in their homes as a re-
sult of being overcome by carbon
monoxide gas at the plant of the Con-
sumers Gas Company yesterday after-
noon. Fifteen employes who descended
into the valve chamber to attach a
ogster” pipe to keep the pressure at
normal were met by a rush of gas from
an_ecighteen-inch main as soon as the
cut was made; the flow not having been'
ost fmmediate-
ly overcome ‘and five others who went
to their rescue, also met death in the
gas-laden chamber, Rescue parties,
with gas masks, succeeded in getting
the victims to the open air. Seven
were rushed to the nearest hospitdl,
but were pronounced dead when they
reached there.

Many Dead

Twenty-eight Bodies Had
Been Taken Out This
Morning

Feared Others will be Add-
ed to List — Rescue Par-
ties Work All Night Try-
ing to Reach Entombed
Men.

(Canadfan Press.)

Cumberland, B.C., Féb. 9—Twenty-
eight bodies have been recovered, and
it is feared that other miners entraped
in the second level of Mine No. 8, as
a result of an explosion of fire damp,
will not be taken out alive.

The mine is owned by the Canadian
Collieries Co., and is two mfles from
Cunberland. The explosion took place
at 8 o'clock last might, a-short time
after the night shift went to work.

At five o’clock this morning the task
of digging through the immense accu-
mulation of fallen debris disloged by
the force of the explosion was being

pressed vigorously. The work was ren-
dered perilous by deadly gas and the
lack of air. -

At midnight, the
rescuers had gone approximately a
mile underground but they had not
reached the actual working places of
the miners.

One hundred and forty-one miners

entered the mine yesterday, but mine-
teen of them had checked out before
the explosion, so that 122 men were in
the mine when the accident occurred.
+ A Chinese lies in the hospita) who
came through the gas and lived. Stun-
ned by the explosion, he said, he began
to run for the tunnel mouth, two miles
distant, passing a number of white
men tottering their last few steps. He,
spoke to Bob Brown and tried to help
him, but Brown fell to the ground
saying: “I am very tired.” Staggering
on the Chinese passed other groups of
huddled men and stumbled finally to
safety.

The disaster is the second one to
occur in this mine within six months.
An explosion there on August 4, 1922,
lost 18 lives.
