The betting ranged frem $100 to $50, 
to $100 to $76, in Kilrain’s favor. Much 
of the difference in the odds placed on 
the men was due solely to the fact that 
Kilrain’s backers were in a majority.

Godfrey was knocked ont in the 44th 
round, after a game battle. He struggled 
desperately during the closing rounds.

At 9:52 P. M., Kilrain entered the ring, 
followed closely by Godfrey. Kilrain 
was seconded by Muldoon and Jim Hall, 
the Australian, with Ernest Roeber as 
bottle holder. Godfrey’s seconds were 
Frank and Jack Steele, while Peter Jack- 
son officiated as bottle holder. Kilrain 
weighed about 192 Godfrey 174.

Time was called at 9:53. Godfrey lay 
well back with his feet extended,
Kilrain standing easily. The men came 
together with rights on ribs. A couple of 
clinches followed. Kilrain led left for 
ear, countered by Godfrey. Kilrain got 
in both hands on Godfrey’s face, but the 
force of the blows was lost by Godfrey 
breaking ground. The men came to­
gether again and exchanged a number of 
blows for the head.

Second round—Kilrain led with his 
right lightly on Godfrey’s shoulder. He 
seemed disposed to rash matters, while 
the Bostonian exercised more science 
and stopped several ugly leads. Kilrain 
got his right on Godfrey’s ear, and 
closed the round by a rush which was 
cross-countered by Godfrey.

Third round—Kilrain landed a good 
left on Godfrey’s cheek. The latter 
rushed, falling short. Some feinting fol­
lowed at long range. The round closed 
with a lead and stop by each. Kilrain 
had a light bruise under the left eye.

Fourth round—Kilrain swung a pow­
erful left, fell short and the men clinch­
ed. Godfrey played his right for the 
ribs, as usual, while Kilrain guarded the 
head. Godfrey cleverly ducked a wick­
ed left, but soon after caught a punch In 
the chest that caused him to groan.

The Immigrants came.—Saturday even­
ing two hundred and fifty immigrants 
for the west arrived from Halifax, and 
they were forwarded over the Canadian 
Pacific to their destinations.

One hundred 
and seventy-five of the party were for 
Manitoba, British Columbia and North­
west Territories, and fifty were for points 
in Ontario. In a sleeping car attached to 
the train were ten capitalists going to 
British Columbia to invest some of their 
money. The whole party was in charge 
of J. B. Lambkin, travelling passenger 
agent of the C. P. R., and Mr. Dawson, 
interperter of the Dominion line. The 
party were detained about one hour here, 
partaking of tea, and then proceeded on 
on their journey.

BEAR IN MINDJ
Montreal, March 16.—National con­

servatives who have supported Mercier 
ever since the Riel affair have at last 
severed all connection with the party 
controlled by the provincial premier and 
it is believed they will all return to the 
fold of the conservative party, those in 
legislature supporting Blanchet and 
those in the Dominion, Sir John. This 
will give Sir John at least two additional 
supporters from this province and per­
haps more.
