their liability to report a marriage, which 
they say is a civil function, and 
their liability to report a funeral, 
which they hold to be a purely religious 
or ecclesiastical function. This is a dis­
tinction worthy of a follower of Ignatius 
Loyola. The fact that a minister makes 
a prayer at a man’s death bed, or at his 
grave does not relieve him of the duty, 
if called upon, of testifying in a court of 
justice to the fact that the man died or 
that the man was buried. In Scotland 
it is the custom of the Presbyterians to 
bury without any religious sendee what­
ever, the minister never opens his mouth 
at the grave.
Presbytery say that, in such case, 
he is performing a purely reli­
gious or ecclesiastical function? The 
Roman C atholics hold marriage to be a 
sacrament and the performance of it a 
purely religious and ecclesiastical fun­
ction. Would the St John Presbytery 
on this ground, justify the refusal of a 
Roman Catholic priest to make any re­
turn of a marriage lie had performed? 
We are quite certain they would be tlie 
first to utterly reject such a claim, and 
would condemn it in no measured terms 
as rank Popery. The members of the St 
John Presbytery must see that theyhave 
placed themselves in an entirely un­
tenable position. They are not above 
the law, but subject to its control, and 
likewise to its penalties like other men. 
There was a time when ecclesiastics 
claimed to control the State in its legis­
lation, but those evil days are past never 
to return. Ministers of all denomina­
tions should know that every attempt on 
their part to usurp the functions of gov­
ernment, must result in a decline of their 
proper influence as teachers of religion 
and exemplars of the life of the Lord 
Jesus Christ whom they profess to serve.

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Mv Dear Sir—Your favor of the 7th 
tilt, was duly received. I have no auth­
ority to make any reply on behalf of the 
presbytery, as it has not met here since 
your letter was received; still I may take 
the lilierty of breifly stating my own 
view in the meantime, in the hope that 
it may be found to express in some mea­
sure the mind of the presbytery when 
your communication is laid before it.

Permit me in the first place to acknow­
ledge the fullness and candor of your 
reply, and in the second place to thank 
you for the promise of early action in 
regard to the matter of marriages cele­
brated byothers than ministers in charge 
of congregations.

With regard to the resolution of pres­
bytery declining compliance with the 
terms of the act concerning the registra­
tion of deaths, let me say that I am sure 
the presbytery had no thought of taking 
a position of antagonism to *he legisla­
ture or of defiance of the law. Members 
of presbytery thoroughly appreciate" the 
object of the legislature in framing the 
act and the presbytery had prepared 
certain recommendations to lie commun­
icated to the government. It was thought 
best, however, to not volunteer to give 
advice in the matter, but in the mean­
time at least, to state as briefly as pos­
sible the objection to the terms and re­
quirements of the act. The ground taken 
by presbytery was that the information 
asked for is not, except in very few cases 
in the possession of the minister, and in 
many cases, owing to circumstances, the 
information is not to he had without the 
expenditure of considerable time and 
trouble.

And now permit me respectfully to 
call vour attention to one or two facts 
which no doubt were present to the 
mind of presbytery in making this re­
presentation. In the first place you will 
note that no exception is taken to the 
law as snch, nor to the duty reasonably 
devolving upon ministers in regard there­
to hut to the terms of the law whereby 
ministers arc required, under penalty, to 
perform services which in the opinion of 
presbytery cannot fairly he required of

The act sets forth—sec. fi—“that every 
clergyman, teacher, minister, or other 
person authorized by law to baptize, 
marry, or. perform the funeral service in 
New Brunswick shall be, etc.” Permit 
me to call your attention to the terms of 
this section, and to do so not technically 
hut in the persuasion that they reveal a 
misconception which has led 
insertion of the requirement of the act to 
which serious exception is taken, not by 
the presbytery alone hut by other bodies 
and bv a large number of versons 
indeed.* Clergymen are authorized to 
celebrate marriage and in this they 
exercise a function of officers of the state, 
hut I am not aware that they have, or 
require to have, any authorization from 
the legislature to baptize or perform a 
funeral service. These are purely reli­
gious or ecclesiastical functions. The 
person performing them is not, to my 
knowledge, exercising any legal function 
whatever. The law does not confer upon 
him any special authority or privilege in 
the matter, and does not recognize him 
in the performance of either of these 
duties, except to afford him the common 
protection extended to any citizen in. the 
performance of any duty, or the enjoy­
ment of any lawful privilege.

Upon what grounds then are ministers
__ ducting a religious service at afimeral
required, on account of doing this, to per­
form in addition a somewhat complex 
act in connection with the civil service 
under the penalty of a fine ? I am well

Sir—The committee of Presbytery, to 
whom was referred the duty of replying 
to your communication to presbytery in 
the matter of the collection of vital statis­
tics, beg leave to state :

1st. That we have been appointed by 
presbytery with full power to represent 
the presbytery in this reply.

2nd. That we liaveyour communication 
before us as also a copy of the letter ad­
dressed to you in reply by Rev. G. Brace, 
the convener of this committee, in his 
private capacity, and that we express our 
entire approval of that letter as an ex­
pression of the mind of the presbytery in 
the case.

ui»on you, will not tend to stimulate obedience to 
the law generally in the community. I would 
have expected at the most from your presbytery 
that you would have presented the objections to 
the law remaining as it is, and would have urged 
perhaps very strenuously, that it should be to a 
greater or less extent modified or removed alto­
gether, but I would not have believed if any per­
son had told me that your body would have, in 
formal session, resolved to decline compliance 
with the terms of any act of parliament. 1 think, 
perhaps, that I ought to add that what the Pres­
bytery of St. John have declined to do is being 
done, as far as they are capable oi 
doing it, by clergymen oi other
denominations, notably ot the Roman
Catholic denomination throughout the province, 
and that the provisions of the law to which you 
have refused obedience are identical with acts 
which have been in operation for many years in 
the other provinces of Canada, in the mother 
country, and in the United States. I would he 
very sorry, indeed, for many reasons, it the gov­
ernment should be driven, through the willingness 
of either the physicians or clergy of the province 
to defeat the successful operation of the act, to 
have t.. incorporate provisions of a more penal 
character than those which the act now contains.
