that could not be secured otherwise, not
1o speak of the time saved, nor the fine
\ppearance it gave the product, are all
matters of the utmost importance to our
success as froit growers,

“PDuring the past year we also settled

e and for all the shipping qualities of
our strawberries. . Now it oaly remains
for us to plant the right varieties and in-
crease the quantity. The splendid pos-
sibilities before us no ome can estimate
at the present time, because the quality
o1 the fruit is of the best, and in normal
yvears ahead of our Mainland competi-
tors about two weeks. Although the
strawberry returns were not what we
could have wished, still I think’ every one
will agree we were better off as an as-
sociation than as individuals. Lessons
that cost are of most value, as we profit/
most by such -experience.

“The Royal Agricultura) Association
recognized the fitness of the Fruit Grow-
ers’ Association, having control of that
department at the annual exhibition, and
through the representations of our mems-
bers they also agreed to set aside space
for a commercial exhibit which proved
one of the leading features of the exhi-
bition. I am sure that we will be able
to do better next time, and more of our
members will be exhibitors.

“Preparing a list of suitable trees and
plants for commercial growing is one of
the corner stones of our success, and
comes first on the list of advantages in
having an association.

“The Pure Foods Act was taken up
and discussed, and the influence of our
association impressed upon our members
in both houses of parliament, and let us
trust that their labors may secure the
enforcement of a much needed reform.

“Much information has been ' gained
during the year regarding spraying, and

the material best suited for the different’|

seasons and different pests, and algo the
successful application of the dry bor-
deaux on hboth trees and berry plants.
One grand feature is the ease and speed
with-which ‘it ¢an be applied and without
the outlay of expensive maechines,

“That we have a climate which enables
us to produce fruit of @ most excellent
quality has been demonstrated to the
great satisfaction of the whole province,
British Columbia having secured two
gold medals from the Royal Horticul-
tural Society of London, England. We
in this corner of our grand _province
know that we can hold our own with all-
comers in early fruits, especially early
apples, plums, prunes, cherries and
strawberries, and I hope in the near fu-
ture we will recommend pears just as
strongly. We must not rest until we so
increase our output that the guality and
quantity shall be in demand not only in
Canada but in other large centres of our
great Empire.

“Not the least of the advantages de-
rived from havimg and maintaining a
stronb aggressive association is the re-
spect the buyers. confer upon us, and ap-
preciate our . business . methods and

strength when combined together; in fact’
the whole fruit growing business has-re-

ceived a decided uplift through assoeci-

He thanked the
audience for the hearty manner in which
the toast had been received and eulogized
the sterling 'qualities of that strong man
President Roosevelt, referring to the
fedrless manner im which he dealt with
corporations, railroads and trusts, and
his determination that the weak shall
have a fair field with the strong. A song
was splendidly: given by Harry Williams,

“The Navy, Armuy and Imperial
Forces” followed, and in the absence of
Capt. Barclay the president called upon
James Noreross to respond. A song was
rendered by Mr. Beach,

The next toast was “Dominion and
Provincial Parliaments,” coupled with
the names of Hon. Mr. McBride and Mr,
Ewvans.

The Premier before proceeding to re-
spond /handed- H. Bonsall, of Chemainus,
a beautiful silver cup, a prize for Shrop-
shire sheep presented by the Flockmas-
ters’ Association. Amother cup should
have been received for presentation to
David Evans. & Sons for Southdowus,
but it was not on hand. . The-Premier on
responding to the toast was cordially re-
ceived, 1,
for the kind invitation and. in the  ab-
sence -of ‘Ralph. Smith, M.P,, it devolved
upon. him to say a few words on behalf
of' the Dominion House, but as politics
forbidden by the flockmasters he
would try to be as guarded as possible.
He thought that both parties at Ottawa
were doing their very best for the Do-
minion, He described the finances of
the province as being in a good sound
condition; and referred to the commis-
sion that ‘was sitting in Vietoria on the
Assessment Act. He had heard on geod
authority that Cowichan had some
splendid stock in ‘her distriet, and as-
sured his hearers that the owners of pro-
perty adjacent to the Koksilah river
would have their vested  rights to the
waters of the river properly safeguarded.
He was sorry his colleague, Hon. Mr.
Tatlow, was unable to ‘attend the ban-
quet owing to important business on
hand in Victoria. He again thanked the
flockmasters for the cordial manner in
which he had been received, and hoped
it would not be the last time he would
visit Duncans,

J. N. Evans, C. H. Dickie and W. R.
Robertson also responded for the Pro-
vincial House.

The toast “Agricultural Resources”
was responded to by G. H. Hadwen and
R. M. Palmer. A recitation was given
by W. T. Jaynes. “Cowichan District
Resources” was responded to by Harry
Smith in glowing térms. Then came a
song by James Norcross. “The Press”
was responded te by Mr. Gosnell and
Hon. Mr. Smith in very amusing
speeches. Mr. Gosnell told a 'fumly
story of a certain party inquiring of
a prominent flockmaster: ‘“What are
the flockmasters?’

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WANT MEN 10 BE
SHIPPED IN B. C.

EXISTING CONDITIONS
WORK UNFAVORABLY

Esquimalt Liberal Association Takes Up
Matter, and Will Forward Re=
port to Ottawa,

The Liberal Association of Esquimalt
is giving good proof in recent weeks that
itis a live organization. Its latest move
has been to gather certain facts in re
gard to the effect of the working of the
“Shipping of Seamen Act” in this prov-
ince, which redounds much to the injury
of shipping interests of British Columbia,
and this port especially. This informa-
tion has been put in concrete form by
the secretary, Charles MeclIntosh, and
will be forwarded on to the minister of
marine and fisheries' at Qttawa at once.

The report refers to several evils, to
‘{'which the Times has previously directed
attention. It points out how the act
now forces vessels to visit Puget Sound
ports. -No person except the :shipping
master, appointed wunder the act, can
procure crews for vessels on this side,
and, under the present condﬁtxons, the re-
port states, this officer is absolutely un-
willing to assume the responsibility of
ssupplying the men needed, the result be-
ing obvious. It follows, adds the report,
that where the crews are found, stores
for the vessels will be purchased, and
this causes much pecuniary loss to the
merchants and other business men  of
British Columbia. Furthermore, it in-
volves a serious detention pn the part of
the ship, for there is always to be con-
sidered the reserved right to hold a craft
24 hours in port, the towage of a vessel
each way to and from the Sound—or in
all about four days deélay. There is ne
regulation, as is 'well known, compelling
shipping to follow out this course, but
conditions are such as to be a matter of
great import, and. the Liberal Associa-
tion has considered it advisable to take
up the subject with the Dominion gov-
ernment without delay,.

American boarding house masters,
once a British vessel is dependant on
them for a crew, seldom fail to take ad-
vantage, and the association wish ‘to
emphasize the fact that if the act was
amended crews could be shipped in Brit-
ish Columbia ports under more satis-
factory conditions, and at far less cost.

At present, however, the American
boarding house masters have things
pretty much their own way. They have
made representations to ' British ship
owners in Great Britain that it is im-
possible to get crews in British Colum-
bia ports, and in this way haye induced
them to enter into contraets favorable
to ‘Sound interests, but greatly detri-
mental to the shipping business on this
coast.

If one or two responsible persons were
‘appointed for the provi -suggestion
of the board of trade,ng & similar
. body, .or by the shipping master of this
port, the appointment to be confirmed
by the Dominion government, and if the
commission for securing men was limit-
ed to $10 per man, the result, the asso-
ciation affirm, would be to remedy pres-
ent difficulties and put in .circulation in
Canadian ports thousands of dollars an-
nually spent in stores, wages, etc., on the
other side,

Instances of tho trouble whlch masters
of ships have had to contend with in
these waters could be multiplied, but the
story of Capt. Young, of the British
barque Poltalloch, is a good illustration
of what is complaindd of above. This
statement, as contained in the report
mentioned, is as follows: *I am master
and part owner of the British barque
‘Poltalloch. 1 arrived at Ksquimalt
from San Franecisco, California, Novem-
ber 24th. Proceeding thence to my load-
ing port, Chemainus, B. C., I lost ten
men by desertion, which crew I must
complete before going to sea. I-have
been - interviewed by boarding house
masters on the Sound, with whom my
owners hadrseen fit to contract for the
supply of this crew. The customs au-
thorities, however, would not permit me
Lleaving port without a full.crew, and I
so informed the parties to the contract,
advising them that it would be necessary
to- b:lng a crew here acconding to their
agreement. Under the Alien Execlusion
Act though they knowingly could not do
80.

“Upon my refusing to proceed to Am-
ericant ‘waters, in accordance with their
request, they extorted the sum of $400
on account of the Crown of Germany,
another of the company’s vessels on the
Sound at the time. The contract price
was to be refunded if I could be induced
to proceed to the American waters, but
I did not do so, and I was forced with
mueh difficult to procure the men needed
at Esquimalt.”

Attached to the report is a copy of
an agreement entered into between Chas.
E. de Wolf & Company, owners of the
vessel in question, and certain boarding
house keepers on the Sound. The main
clauses of this contract are as follows:

That the parties of the first part agree
that they will provide, furnish or supply
and put on board free of charge, the crew
needed by the ships owned or represemted
by the panty, or parties, of the second part,
at any port on' Puget Sound or British Col-
wmbia under the following conditionsiy,

1st. Wages and advances to be the Jow-
est obtainabie at the time crew is required,
and in no case shall seamen’s wages and

v s |
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advances exceed four pounds (£4) sterling
per month.

2nd. Masters to give forty-eight (48)
hours’ notice before signing crew, and to
have itheir pick of the wmen available at the
time.

3rd. The party, or parties, of the second
part hereby agrees that for each and every
man supplied by the parties of theé first
part e will pay them: the sum of $35 each
for services rendered in procuring said men,

4th, The parties of the first parf§ @dlso
agree to discharge all seamen from the
vessels owmed by the party, or parties, of
the, second part, and to look carefully after
the interests of the owners free of charge.

5th. This agreement shall be'in force for
the term of two (2) years from amd after
the first day of December, 1901.

6th. All vessels that may load in,K British
Columbia to come to Port Towmsend for
crews. The parties of the first part to pay
any extra towage or customs dues, if any,
including United States tonnage tax, If
any, incurred.

It will be seen that the clause most
affecting shipping in these waters is the
6th. This handicaps British Columbia
shipping just as much as other Ameri
can interests which have to do with the
towing of ships in ballast to Port Towns-
end and Port Angles, instead of the
Royal Roads, where these vessels are in-
bound and seeking.

ANNUAL MEETING

_ The congregatwn of St. Amdrew’s
church, Nanaimo, has had a very pros-
perous year, and it was therefore with
pleasant feelings that the pastor and his
people met at their annual meeting,
which was held on the 19th inst. After
devotional eXercises by Rev. J. M, Mil-
lar, the business was proceeded with, F.
MeB. Young in the chair.

The various reports were very encour-
aging, and the ladies of the congregation
in particular came in:for a large medsure
of congratulation. - Through their efforts
a new furnace costing about $300 was
installed, and a cheque for $500 given
the treasurer' as first payment on the
heavy debt on the church. It was found
that the total revenue of the congrega-
tion during 1904 reached in reund mum-
bers the sum of $4,000. That such suc-
cess has been attained during Nanaimo’s
dull year is most gratifying to the peo—
ple of St. Andrew’s c¢hurch.

It is proposéd to commemorate the
fortieth anniversary of the founding of
Presbyterianism in' the Black Diamond
city in a suitable way during the coming
summer.

COMMITTED. FOR TRIAL.

J. Roberts Charged With - Attempted
Murder of M. Davys, a Mine ”
Manager.

l\el‘zon B. C, Jan.19.—A spec1a1 to
the Daily News to-night announces that
Jack Roberts, president of the Silverton
Miners’ Union, has béen committed for
trial on the charge of Mxempting to mnr-
der Mbntague Davys, mine manager of
this “city, at Silverton on - the evening
of the 17th by shooting at him with a
rifle.

The chief of provipcial police, Mr.
Bullock-Webster, went to Silverton on
Wednesday to investigate the shooting
and arrested Roberts on suspicion.

At the preliminary héaring before the
magistrates, a local tailor deposed that
he saw Roberts fire thé shot. Constable
Black testified that he traced footmarks
from the 'point of firing to the eabin
door of the accused, an@ Mr. Davys“aid
that Roberts had threatened to “fix Him”
openly on the wharf at Silverton some
days ago. The foundation 9f the trouble
was the hiring of Chinese mine cboks
by Mr. Davys, he being unable to*geét
satisfactorily white help. &

According to the evidence, Davys and
six others, mcludmg Roberts, were inithe
Victoria hotel bar. - Roberts left = the
party, who were taking a drink, when
suddenly the report of a gun was heard
and a -rifle bullet crashed throughsthe
window, . burying itself behind the bar
and passing so close, to Davys thati:he
felt the sting of ft on his cheek. =i

The accused declined to be represented
by counsel, and asked.the witnesses.no
questions. He was bfought here to-night
and lodged in the provincial jail, where
he will remain until his trial at the
assizes. here in May. 'He is a middle-
aged Enghshman hailing from Lan-
cashire, and is of prepossessing personal
appearance.

RUSSIAN NONvOOM!BATANTS:_ 3

First Party Has Reached Chefoo in a
Junk From Port Arthur.

Chefoo, Jan. 23.—Twenty-seven .}(nen
and women, comprising “the first party of
refugees £rom Port Arthur, arrived here
in a junk to-day. They stated that
twenty-two other junks bringing over
500 non-combatants were also coming.
Several launches immediately left with
the idea of assisting the junks in reach-
ihg Chefoo. These refugees, . including
men, women and children, had heen
waiting for a steamer . at Pigeon Bay.
They were without shelter and were
obliged to sleep on the sand. The zefu-
gees state that since the first few days
following the surrender of Port Arthur
there has been practically no lootmg, the
officers dealing sternly with all offendenrs.
Roughly estimated, 200 civiliang lost
their lives during the siege. The refu-
gees generally exhibit no signs of: ill-
health from their subsistence on a, re-
stricted diet.

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TITLE T0 RESERVE
VESIED IN CROWN

THIS WAS OPINION
OF GOVERNOR DOUGLAS

Admits Presence of Indians Near Town
Public Inconvenience—Removal -
Would Not Be Just.

In regard to the Indian reserve ques-
tion, the following document has been
handed to the Times by C. H. Lugrin.
It appears to have escaped the attention
of -the city barrister, at least it is not
referred to in his resume of the facts
relating to the reserve. Im giving it to
the Times Mr. Lugrin said:

“It seems as though Mr. Taylor's
views do not exactly coincide with those
of Governor Douglas. They do in respect
to the inability of the Indiams to give a
title to the land, but mot as to the right
of the crown to deal with it, the con-
sent of the Indians having been first ob-
tained, not as a matter of legal right, bat
*because the faith of the government is
pledged that their occupation shall not
be disturbed.” I draw attention to the
fact that Governor Douglas says the
government ‘will not cause them to be
removed,’ not that the government ‘could
not’ do so, which, indeed, would be quite
inconsistent with his proposal to sub-
divide the land and grant leases of it.
Unless the erown had an absolute title it
could not do this. Therefore, it seems to
me that if Governor Donglas held the
correct view of the case, the erown can
now sell the reserve, the consent of the
Indians to be obtained as a matter of
justice, but not because of any legal right
vested in them.”

Excerpt from returns, messages, ete.,
made:to House of Assembly, November
27th, 1856, to July 20th, 1860:

chtorra Vancouver Island,
5th February, 1859.

To the Speaker and Gentlemen of the
House of Assembly:—I have to acknowl-
edge the receipt of your Speaker’s com-
munication of the 25th ultimo, contain-
ing the following resolution' which passed
the House on that day:

“That application be made to His Ex-
celleney the Governor for the following
infermation, viz.:

“Has the government of this island the
power terémove the Indians by purchase
from that piece of land inside Viectoria
harbor known as the Indian reservation.

“Should government not have that
power, may it please His Excelleney to
inform this House wherein the govern-
ment are powerless?

“J. YATES.”

In reply to the foregoing resolution I
have to observe that previously to the
grant of Vancouver JIsland to the Hud-
son’s Bay Company, the whole Island
wag vested in the crown as part of ite
domains,’

When ‘the settlement at Victoria was
formed ¢ertain reservations were made
in faver<of the native Indian tribes.

First—They were to be protected in
their original right of fishing on the
coasts and in the bays of the colony, and
of . hunting over all unoccupied crown
1and9, and they were also to. be secured
in the ‘enjoyment of their village smtes
and cultivated. fields.

Those_ rights they have since enJoyed
in &ull,'and the reserve of land covering
their village, sites and cultivated fields
have all been distinctly marked on the
maps and surveys of the colony, and the
faith of the government is pledged that
their occupation shall not be disturbed.

For that reason the government will
not cause them to be removed, because
it is bound by the faith of a solemn en-
gagement to protect them in the enjoy-.
ment of their agrarian rights.

It may further interest the House to
know that the title of these lands is
vested in the crown, and that the In-
dians of themselves can eonvey no title
to any part of their reserves, either by
sale’ or lease. The presence of the In-
dians so neéar the town 'is a public incon-
vetlience~but their removal would  be
neither just nor politié.

I therefore propose as-a remedy to ei-
ter into. arrangements, 'with their . con-
sent, to sub-divide thi reserve adjacent
to Victoria, and to let it out on leases to
persons who will undertake to build and
to make other improvements upon it, and
to apply the whole proceeds of .those
leases to the general benefit of the In-
‘dians interested. That is by providing
themr with a sehool house and teachers,
who will probably be a missionary
clergyman,. for the education of - their
children, and to endeavor thus to raise
them morally and socially to a higher
position than they now occupy in the
colony.

By such means a great benefit, worthy
of the philanthropy of our country, will
be conferred upon the Indians them-
gelves, while at the same time the im-

‘provement “and increase of the town of

Victoria will not be retanded by their un-
profitable ‘eccupation of one of its most
valuable pertions.

SUCCESSFUL YEAR.

Encouraginig Reporfs Reeceived by the
United Society of Christian
Endeavor,

Boston, Mass., Jan. 21.—The United
Society of Christian Endeavor is in re-
ceipt of reports from all parts of the
world showing that the year 1904 was
the most progressive in the Endeavor
movement . if has known in the twenty-
four years of its history. In no parts of
the world has there been greater progress
than in Africa. Great Britain, next to
the United States, now has the largest

SENATOR REED SMOOTH
UNDER EXAMINATION

Denies the Statements Made by Wit-
nesses Regarding the Alleged
““Oath of Vengence.”

Washington, Jan. 20.—Senator Reed
Smoot was put on the stand in his own
defence to-day before the Senate com-
mittee on privileges and elections. -The
Senator had not been long under examin-
ation before the committee room ,was
crowded, and the passage ways were
kept open with great difficulty.

A. 8. Worthing, counsel for defence,
said as the expected witnesses had failed
to appear he had decided to examine the
Senator at once in order not to lose a
day. He conducted the direct examina-
tion.

Senator Smoot was at his ease, though
every eye in the room was directed to
him, He said that he was born in Salt
Lake in 1862. His father and mother
are both dead. His mother was a plural
wife.

Concerning his own family he said he
was married September 17th, 1884, and
has not taken the endowments, but later

»abont taking the cerememy.

Mr. ;Worthing dsked Senator Smoot
about the endowment eeremony, and he
replied: “I could not give it if T wanted
to, because I have no distinct recollec-
tion of the eeremony.”

Mr. Worthing read 'what witnesses
have alleged to be the “Oath of Venge-
4nce,” and asked Senator Smoot if there
was anything of that:character in the
ceremony.  “Theére was not,” replied the
Senator.

“Was there anything of vengeance on
this generation?”’ *“No, sir.”

“Was there anything about ayenging
the blood of Joseph Smith?” “There
was not, and it would -have been very
strange if there had been. Joseph Smith
waws the instigator of the endowment
ceremony, and it would have been very
strange if he had asked his people to
avenge his blood when he was alive.”

“Was there anything in the ceremony

which would affect your loyalty to your
country?”’ “There was not.”
.. Mr,"\Worthing asgked Senator Smoot
to explain the rule which required the
'latter to ask the president of the church
if he could run for the Senate.

Senator Smoot replied that it referred
only ‘to officials of - the church, and
amounted simply to a leave of absence
from the church duties.

“Consent was given me some time
early ip May, and I announced my can-
didacy;ron May 19th, 1902,” continued
the Sempator, “and I immediately began-
to erganize my forces for a campaign.”

The deceased was
61 years of age. He was an uncle of R.

BRITAIN'S CHARGES
‘AND RUSSIA’S REPLY -

Paris, Jan., 19.—Hugh O’Bierne, of the -
British embassy, agent of ‘Great Britaiw
before the internmational commission, im-
quiring\ into the North Sea incident, at.
to«day’s public session, read the charges,
which consist of 17 specifications minute~
ly ! setting forth the attack on- the HullP
fishing fleet. It was specifically de-
clared that no Japanese torpedo beats
and 1o Japanese whatever Wwere among
the fishing fleet, and that no Japanese
warships. were anywhere in the Nortls
Sea.

Baron Taube read the Russian reply,
which specifically declared that two
strange boats appeared near the Russiam
squadron, which the searchlights dis-
closed to be torpedo boats. Thereupom
fire was opened, the torpedo boats mov-
ing off and later disappearing. The Rus-
sian statement further asserted that Ald-
miral Rojestvensky was absolutely, com-
pelled to act as he had d?ne in order to
destroy the torpedo boats which had at-
tacked his squadron.

" The principal charges of the British
statement follows:

“On the night in question there was
not any warships whatever in the neigh-
bbrhood of the fishing fleet except those
of the Russian navy.

“No wamhlpe had been seen by the
ﬁshmg boats since a long time pa'evwm.

“None of the boats making up the fish- *~
ing fleet carried any kind of material of
war.

“No Japanese warships of any khll
whatever were at. that moment in the
North Sea. oo

“There were pot any Japanese on the '
fishing boats.

“None of the Russiam ships gave, or
even offered, assistameée.

“The fire killed two men, wonnded six,
sank one boat and damaged five others.”

The statement concludes that the st-
tack 'was without any provocation upom
pacific boats pursuing their usnal and
rightful avoecation,

The following are principal points of
the Russian reply:

‘At about midnight the flagship Kniaz
Noutoff saw the outlines of two small
boats, which approached with great
speed, with all lights extinguished, du'mct-
ly toward the battlesh'bps .-

“When the two suspicious boats came
within range of the Russian searchlights
they. were recognized as torpedo boats.
Thereupon the battleships fired.

“Thereafter a number of small fishing
boats showing the required lights were
observed. Precautionary measures were
adopted nevertheless. There was @&
strong feeling of danger upon the battle-
shlps and the imperious duty of protect-
ing themselves against the attack of ter-
pedo boats obliged a continuance of the
firo despite the evident risks of hitting
not only the fishing boats but also the
ships of the squadron itself which had
arrived within the zone of fire,

“In the meantime the two torpede
boats drew cff and shortly after disap-
peared. Fearing that some of the fishing
boats were damaged, yet being certain
that all danger from the two torpede
boats. or possibly others, was not com-
pletely removed, Admiral Rojestvensky
deemed it indispensable for the squadrom
to continue its route without stopping.
