Reorganization of Intercolonial
Rallway Management,

oThe St. John Sun of 23rd inst., pub-
lished a telegram from its Ottawa cor-
respondent embracing the following in
reference to proposed changes in the
management of the Intercolonial Rail-
way i —

““ It has been made plain by investiga-
tions into the business of the Intercolonial
Railway, that the management of that
great intercolonial highway needs change
in the direction of economy.

¢ It has been found that the aggrbgate
deficiencies of the operations of the road
during the past two years—that is, the
excess of expenditure over revenue—
amounts to over eleven hundred thousand
dollars ($1,100,000), and that in spite of the
fact that the winters have been open and
prices and wages lower than ever before.

*¢It is also found that the result of the
operations of the first quarter of this year !
shows an excess of expenditure over re-
venue of some twenty one thousand dollars
($21,000) over the same period last year.

*I understand that the Minister of
Public Works, finding these results most
unfavorable to the public service and in-
terests, has recommended to the Cabinet
a reorganization of the staff, with a view
to a large reduction in the expenditure,
and that the Government have decided
to adopt his proposals, made after the
most careful e ination and id
tion. 7

“Jt is proposed to adopt a new and
. more economical system of management,
of which the following is a general out-
line :—

“ The office of General Superintendent
is to be abolished, and a Chief Superinten-
dent, with headquarters at Moncton, is to
be appointed, who is to be directly res-
ponsible for the efficient management of
the road.

“The agencies at Halifax, St. John,
Montreal and Toronto are to be abolished,
and the sale of the tickets at the these
points will be made on commission.

““ A travelling agent will be appointed
whose duties will include the visiting of
all points, the instructing of officers, and
the watching and directing of the general
freight and passenger business of the coun-
try, with the view of securing for the In-
tercolonial all possible traffic.

““In the Paymaster’s departmeut there
will be but one cashier, one paymaster
and one clerk.

“ The Chief Superintendent will be also
the auditor responsible to the Gover t
for the proper auditing of all accounts.

‘ The bridges will be inspected by the
enginoeril:f staif ; the office of Bridge In-
pector will be abolished 3

‘“ The Superintendent’s and four Assist-
ant Superintendents’ offices will be ab-
olished, and a Chief Superintendent, with
two District Superintendents, will take
their ‘

¢ There will also be some changes in the
Train Despatchers’ offices.

_““It is expected that the savingto be
effected by this careful re-orgamzation—
the chief points only of which have been
indicated—will not be less than $40,000 or
$50,000 per annom.”

He has made every reason-
able effort to have his name, placed on the
Assessors’ List, but the Assessors have,
neglected doing so, The reason why he
has been so treated, is evidently, because
the A s, at the i of some
other Surveyors, are desirous of prevent.
ing him from being appointed by the
Municipal Council, as said appointment
would remove disabilities to which he is
subjected at the present time. So unjust
have the Assessors been in the matter
that in order to surmount the difficulties
they placed in Mr. Shaw’s way, a®ill was
introdnced in the Legislature some three
years ago to provide that a Surveyor ap-

AL

Council of any County might, by applica-
tion to the Provincial Secretary, be a
Surveyor in any County of the Province.
It was argued against the bill that it was
brought in to make Mr. Shaw a Surveyor
without his going to the trouble of becom-
ing a Ratepayer of the County and the
measure was defeated. The matter now
stands in such a position that while the
law requires that a person must be a Rate-
payer of the County before he can be ap-
pointed a Surveyor, the Assessors refuse
to assess Mr. Shaw and he is, thus, arbi-
trarily, deprived of his rights as a citizen
of the country. Mr. Cameron blurted
out an expression of the unworthy senti-
ment that has encouraged this injustice,
when he said we have *‘ plenty of men for
¢ Surveyors withoutv outsiders.”

Mr. Shaw is nothing tous. We do no
business with him whatever and have but
little acquaintance with him, but we feel
that the treatment he receives is discredit-
able to the Derby Assessors and to the
other Surveyors, who by their numbers
and influence in the Council have managed
to handicap him in his business. We
fancy that if the poorest and meanest one
among them were so treated in St. John
County he would think the course pur-
sued towards him a narrow, prejudiced
and cowardly one and so it would be,
Our Saurveyors, like our other business
men, should show the manliness that is
not afraid of competition on equal terms
and that does not ask for or accept pri-
vileges which it would deny to others,
We confess that we are ashamed of the
parties to this Surveyor business, let them
be who they may.
