ing Co. 1'he firemen worked heroically till
taree this morning when all danger was past,
The Mail’s new type, which was first used last
Sunday, was considerably damaged, but suf-
ficient was saved to enable the paper to be
issued as usnal in the morning. The damage
to the building is great, and the whole interior
will have to be rebuilt. The insurance on the
plant and building is $70,000, which will cover
the loss. Alexander & Cable’s loes is com.
plete, all their plant and machinery being to-
tally destroyed. Their loes is about $10,000;
insured for $8,000. The Job Printing Co.’s
type is s1lmost a total loss, and their machinery
is badly damaged, Their loss and insurance
could not be ascertained. The loss altogether
by fire will not be much under $100,000.
This is the third time within two years the
Mail hos suffered severely frem fire, The first
on the Queen’s birthday two years ago, then
on April first this year and the present fire.
The front portion of the building damaged in
April was not touched by the present fire.

Orrawa, May 18.-- After rcuiine proceed-
ings Mr, Girouard presented a repert of the
committee on privileges and elections, dealing
with Edgar’s charges sgainet John White and
Hon. McKerzle Bowell. The report exonmer-

ates Bowell and ‘White and censures Edgar for
making such charges and for refusing to dis-
close his informant.

Thompson introduced a bill relating to the
Franchise Bill and explained that it was » short
bill intended to dispense with the necessity ex-
isting under the act nf the assessment rolls be-
ing procured by the revising officer in each
year. This had been attended by considerable
expense snd was mecessary to form the firat
list. The lists having been once formed and
established by proper revision it would be com-
paratively easy for the future. Au.
other {important proviso was that the
revising officsr mpeed mot hell a
court in each  polling  sub-division,
but that as in Nova Scotia there shall be a sit-
ting in each district containing not less than
three subdivisions. As respects subdivieions,
it was proposed that for the present the exist-
ing ones should stand uut:l the number of
voters included in them reach 400, after which
the limits shall be changel to accommodate
thetwo hundred voters, to which number the
subdivision would be reduced. The cost of the
revisors’ list would aleo be reduced by dim.
inishing the number of columns, The oaths
were included in the bill, #

McLelan gave notice of comeideration for
tomorrow in committee of the resolution
authorizing the governmert to raise by four
per cent debentures, t2e sum of $750,000, to
be Joaned from time to time to the Quebec
harbor commission for the completion of the
wet and tidal docks.

as to draw trade to the United States which
ought to reach the older provinces and be
shipped from Montreal, Qaebec, St. John and
Halifax. Thst was the policy of the govern-
ment, It was not the policy of Cartwright,
apparently, who wanted everybody toget a
railway in the Northwest in any direction they

pleased.

THE IRISH QUESTION.

LoxpoN, May 18.—Gladstone in the house
of commons sfternoon moved that the
house devote four nights out of five, given to
parliamentary business every week, to the de-
bate on the home rule bill, The premier’s pro-
posal producad a sensation, as it had come to
be generally believed that the government had
about given up the hope of careying their mea-
sure and would bring on the crisis as early as
possible. An excitad discussion at once fol-

 lowed Gladstone’s mction, during which,

both eides to the controversy revealed their
positions, Bir Micheel Hicks-Beach said hbis
party wanted a pledge that the debate would
be tinished Friday next. To this Gladitone
answered that his reckoning extended the de.
bate far beyond the debs te fixed hy the opposi-
tion. After a warm and long discussion Glad-
stone’s motion was adopted.

Ic the house of commons this afternoon,
Shaw-Lefevre resumed the debate on the home
rule blll. He invited Lord Hartington and
Chamberlain to unfold their scheme for the
government of Ireland. He said Gladstone’s
bill would leave the supremacy of the Imperial
parliament untouched and that it was possible
to concede to Ireland ail that she required
withcu$ imperilling Eogland’s interests,

The euppo: t2rs of Gladstone sre daily be-
coming more hopeful that the home rule bill
will be passed, as several recent conversions
fcom the ranks of the former dissenters are re.
ported.

LosDonN, Msy 18,-The Qaeen has assented
to the dissolution of parliament, but does not
approve of an immadiate dissolation.
