LION TAMER
TORN TO PIECES.

Shocking Spectacle at Coney
Island Yesterday.

3,000 People Saw Him Almost
to by

Infuriated Lion

Torn Pieces an

NEW YORK, Aug. 1. — Bonavita,
the lion tamer, was all but torn to
pleces by the big African lion Balti-
more at 10 o'clock last night in a
Coney Island animal show before a
crowd of 3,000 persons rooted to their
seats in terror, according to the World.

The big lion, roused to frenzy by the
stings of a whip, fell upon the train-
er with a horrible roar at the close of
a fifteen minute fight between man
and beast. The animal raked Bona-
vita: with its long claws, threw him
against the wall of the den and as he
was falling like a log sprang upon him
again, sunk its teeth into his left
shoulder and dragging him three feet
to the centre of the cage, it tore the
muscles from his arm, from the shoul-
der to the elbow. As the trainer
struggled to his feet, the huge beast
snatched him within its jaws and
crushed the hand shapeless.

As it launched itself through the
air a third time Bonavita, almost
swooning and covered with blood,
emptied a revolver of blanks into its
face. In the brief moment that the
enraged beast halted, the proprietor
of the show sprang through the cage
door into the cemtre of the den where
seven other lions had tumbled from
their seats and fought among them-
selves with thundering roars. He
snatched the limp form of the swoon-
ing man beneath the body of the lion
and carried him to safety. Bonavita
was removed to the reception hospital
after physicians from the audience had
ligatured his arm to prevent his bleed-
ing to death as he lay. It is scarcely
hoped that he can live unless the arm
is amputated, as the flesh was strip-
ped to the bone. Bvery effort is be-
ing made to save the arm.

A STRANGE PHENGMENON,

British Steamer Mohisan Enveloped
by Fiery Cloud Which Magnet-
ized Everything on Board

PHILADELPHIA, Aug. 1.—The Brit-
tsh ship Mohican, while making for the
Delaware Breakwater, has encountered
a strange phenomenon. A cloud of
phosphoric appearance enveloped the
vessel magnetizing everything on board.
Captain Urquhart says the vessel and
rigging had a fiery coating.

‘“When the sailors saw ft,”” said the
captain, “‘they rushed to the needle and
it was flying around like an electric
fan. I ordered several of the crew to
move some iron chains that were lying
on deck, thinking to distract their at-
tention. The sailors could not budge
the chains, although they did not weigh
more than seventy-five pounds each.

“Everything was magnetized and
chains, bolts, spikes and bars were as
tight on the deck as if they had been
Fiveted there. The cloud was so dense
“that it was impossible for the vessel to
proceed. I couid not see beyond the
@ecks. It appeared as if the whole
world was a mass of glowing fire. The
sailors fell on the decks and prayed.
Suddenly the cloud began to lift. The
phosphorescent glow on the ship began
to fade. Finally the cloud moved off
and we saw it fade over the sea.”

* GENERAL KILLED.

Count Keller, Kuropatkin’s Ablest.

Assistant Dics

in Battle---Kur-

opatkin Hard Pressed on

Three

Sides.

MUKDEN, Aug. 1. — It s reportedy

that Lieut. General Count Keller has
been killed east of Liao Yang. '

LONDON, Aug. 1. — A despatch to
a news agency from St. Petersburg
confirms the report of the death of
General Count Keller, saying he was
killed by a fragment of a Japanese
shell at the time he was opposing the
Japanese advance along the railway
near Hai Cheng. ]

SHa T S

Lieut. General Count Keller, at the
opening of the war, was in command
of the second Siberian division. He
was 54 years old, and resigned the gov-
ernorship of Kekaterinoslaff in order
to go to the front.

General Keller took part in the three
campalgng of the Russo-Turkish war.
In 1887 he commanded the Imperial
Rifle Regiment and later was director
of the Corps of Imperial Pages, by
which he came in contact with the
members of the imperial family, with
whom he was in great favor. Gener-
al Keller was said to be the possessor
of cool judgment and a fine strategist.
Although a strict disciplinarian, Keller
was a kind and careful officer and
popular with his men. He wore a
short grey beard, had keen blue eyes
and dressed in khaki., His only de-
coration was the cross of the military
order of St. George. He sustained two
reverses at the hands of the Japanese
recently, July 4 and July 17, being re-
pulsed on attacks on the Motien Pass.

KUROPATKIN ATTACKED ON ALL
SIDES,

ST. PETERSBURG, Aug. 1—The
emperor today received the following
despatch, dated July 31, from General
Kuropatkin. Three Japanese armies
renewed offensive operations on our
southern front. Our rear guard made
an obstinate defense until the appear-
ance of considerable superior force of
the enemy and then gradually retired
in the direction of Hai Cheng. A de-
tachment near Simoucheng (fifteen
miles southeast of Hai Cheng) success-
fully withstood the enemy until three
in the afternoon.

The attack was directed against our
right flank which from its position at
Kanhua Pass inflicted great losses
upon the Japanese.

“The Fort Takushan army and Gen.
Oku‘'s army today are being mainly
directed to cutting our communications
between Simoncheng and Hai Cheng,
their operations starting from a line
traversing Yanshukan, Tapuntse and
f4ao Hantse. On our eastern front the
Japanese began the offensive this
morning against our army at Ikhayeun,
the enemy’s main concentration being
against it's right flank, which was
turned. The enemy is also acting on
the offensive between Liao Yang and
Saimitsza (almost due north of Feng
Wang Cheng) against our troops post-
ed at Houtsiatze (twenty miles from
Liao Yang.)

“Intelligence has been received of a
considerable number of Japanese land-
ing off Kinkow, under the cover of
several warships.”

TO REPLACE VOLUNTEER FLEET.

ST. PETERSBURG, Aug. 1.—Prepar-
ations have been completed for the de-
parture under the command of Rear-
Admiral Enquist of the cruiser division
of the second Russian Pacific squadron
now lying off Cronstadt. The warships
will weigh anchor and put to sea under
sealed orders within three days. 1t is
also believed that the auxiliary cruis-
ers Don. and Ural, which probably are
the ships reported as passing Copen-
hagen with two torpedo boats, will be
followed at once by other converted
merchantmen. This time, the admir-
alty has resolved that there shall be no
question of the character of the war-
ships engaged in stopping contraband.
The Don and the Ural will replace the
St. Petersburg and Smolensk, which
will come home and be recommissioned.

A current story of an attempt to blow
up a building in the Neva yards by a
man in a boat is untrue. It is only a
distorted version of the capture of M.
Von Plehve’s assasin’s accomplice of
which the true account was cabled from
here July 29.

WANTS RESPONSIELE
GOVERNMENT.

RUSSIA

ST. PETERSBURG, Aug. 1.—The
suggestion of M. Souvorin, editor of
the Novoe Vremya, regarding the es-
tablishment of a responsible cabinet is
creating much popular comment. Great
significance attaches to the freedom
with which the newspapers are discuss-
ing the matter. The cry has been tak-
en up by the re-actionary Prince
Mestchersky, editor of the Grazhdanin,
who argues that the cabinet has be-
come necessary. M. Souvorin ' this
morning returns to the charge ina sign-
ed article pointing out the evils of the
present system and saying that the
rivalry between the ministeries is
causing chaos in the public service,
each pulling its own way, secure from
criticism, under the cloak of personal
irresponsibility. - Continuing M. Sou-
vorin says: ‘“Peter the Great opened
the window toward Europe, now Wwe
need to open the door and let what is
best of western progress enter.

M. Souvorin also recalls the words of
Alexander II., ‘“Reforms must come
from above.” The introduction of
ministerial responsibilty, necessarily

will involve the vesting of the greatest
importance in the office of the presi-
dent of the ministerial council, now an
empty honor, to which M. Witte was
relegated. He would then become
the most influential man under the em-
peror. The creation of a responsible
ministry would also necessarily involve
more freedom of the press and more
criticism.

DECISIVE BATTLE NOW. ON.

ST. PETERSBURG, Aug. 1, 3.06 p. m.
—At last the decisive  battle of the
campaign seems to be in progress.
Having completed his enveloping move-
ment of the Russian position, General
Kuroki has ordered simuitaneously an
advance from all points against Hal
Cheng and Laio Yang.

Fighting is raging on both fronts and
still continues. The latest reports giv-
ing nothing confirmatory of the rumor
that General Kuropatkin has been de-
feated.

According to Kuropatkin's official de-
spatch to the emperor, the battle began
for the possession of important posi-
tions at Simounchieng at the juncture
of the Feng Weng Cheng and Siuyen
roads.

Two separate armies were launched
from the east above the two roads,
while a third, under Gen. Oku, moved
east of the raflroad from the Che Kio
to try to cut off the Russian force
there from Hai Cheng. If the latter
move is successful this force will be
crushed.

A portion of Gen. Kuroki’s army at
the same time advanced against Gen.
Keller’'s position at Ikhavuen, east of
Liao Yang, trying the favorite Japan-
ese plan of outflanking him . on the
right.

Still further north, on the Saima~Liao
Yang road, the Japanese moved for-
ward against Hou Tsyeza (25 miles from
Liao Yang.)

At all points the Japanese employed
artillery to the best advantage.

Gen. Kuropatkin’s situation will be
desperate in the event of  his defeat.
The keenest anxiety {s felt at the war
office for news of the progress of the
battle.

The general staff seems utterly dumb-
founded at the number of men ithe Jap-
anése possess and consequently Kuro-
patkin's statement that they are land-
ing heavy forces at the port of New
Chwang adds to the solicitude,

Aug. 1l.—Declaring the
strike broken and that the working
force had been recruited by more than
1,000 men and women, many of whom
had deserted the union cause, the
packers today began operations with
the largest receipts of live stock that
have reached the stockyards since July
12th.
