Fleet CP.fl. Liner Makes

A Day of Days for Ocean 
Travel—The Lusitania 
Breaks Three Records.

Maintains An Average of 
25.85 Knots in Marvel- * 
lous Trip.
London, Sept. 2.—The steamer 

Empress of Ireland, which sailed 
from Quebec August 27 for Liverpool, 
has broken the record by a passage 
of five days from Canada to Malin 
Head.

New York, N. Y„ Sept. 2.—Three 
new ocean records fell to the Cunard 
liner Lusitania on her latest trip 
from Queenstown, which ended to­
night. The Lusitania made the pas­
sage in four days, 11 hours and 42 
minutes, thereby clipping 3 hours and 
18 minutes from her fastest previous 
time. She maintained an average 
speed of 25.85 knots for the entire 
voyage, beating the Mauretania’s rec­
ord of 25.84 and finally, by landing 
her passengers at the Cunard pier 
shortly before 8 o'clock tonight, she 
became the first liner to dock on the 
fourth day out of Queenstown.

The Lusitania left Daunt’s Rock 
last Sunday morning at 10 o’clock. 
Her day's runs, measured from noon 
to noon, were as follows:

MEXICAN CITY SWEPT 
BY DEVASTATING FLOOD

Laredo, Texas. Sept. 2.—A dispatch 
received by the mayor of Nuevo Larv 
edo, Mex., tonight from Camarago, 
Mex., situated 125 miles from this city 
on the Lower Rio Grande, says that 
as a result of the flooding of the San 
Juan River, due to the recent heavy 
rains and the overflow from the San­
ta Catarina River, which is a tribu­
tary of the San Juan, half the city has 
been washed away and there is great 
suffering among the poor Mexicans.

The telegram states that fully 200 
indigent Mexican families are home­
less and badly in need of food sup­
plies.
