OPERATIONS SUSPENDED

Work on Lake Superior Will Cease
for a While.

The stranded steamer Lake Superior re-
mains in the same’ position as she was
when left Monday afternoon after the haul
of the tugs. The ship, from investigation,
is apparently resting on a boulder whiech
has pierced its way through the bottom
about the stoke hole and as the tide rises
the water increases in the stoke hole and
this seems to be the only place where it
comes in. The water from the stoke hole
Jeaks through compartments to the other
portions of the ship and when the tide
ebbs the water leaves the stoke hole
quicker than other parts .of the vessel,
and in fact before the water leaves the
after holds during low water the flood
tide again comes in and matters are as
bad as ever and it greatly hinders the
handlipg of the cargo. -

Since early Tuesday morning: ship labor-
erd have been busily engaged in lightering
the cargo, hoisting it out of the holds by
hand and placing it aboard scows along-
side the ship, and when a scow has re-
ceived a good cargo it is ‘towed to No. 3
warehouse, Sand Point, where itds deliv-
ered.

The work of further unloading the
stranded steamer will be abandoned uatil
next week.

Africa in -Letter from Trooper
Cronk.

Another letter has reached the city from
the Jand of Boers. It is from F. T. Cronk,
formerly of Adelaide street, now of the
South African Constabulary. The recip-
jent is Fred Simmons. The letter is dated
at Winkelhach, Transvaal, Feb. 26th.
Trooper Cronk describes a battle which
took place 10 days before writing. Troops
1 and 4 were eagaged. The force had
broken camp at 3 in the morning and by
daybreak found themselves within 200
yards of a hostile laager. In the fight
which followed the constabulary had eight
killed, 13 wounded and 15 captured. The
Boer loss was placed at two wagon loads
of slain and wounded. The enemy event-
ually fled after a six hour coatest.

Trooper Cronk states that Frank Hamm
is with him in the troop and is in ex-
cellent health.. Other St. John boys men-
tioned were: Andrew Turner and Waters,
both of whom were at Bloemfontein.

Judging from one passage in his letter
the life at the front is not barrea of legit-
jmate sport of the brawsy and manly
kind. He writes that on the morrow there
would be horse racing, hurdle jumping
high jumping and horse back wrestling.

Barnaby who hag worked indefatigably to
forward the ni?vement, in which that
entleman relatéd what had already been
one and asked the co-operation of the
council. Mr. Barnaby said. Hon. A.. G-
Bhir, minister of railways, and James
Oborne, C. P.'R. !superintendent, ' had
promised to adopt Atlantic Standard on
both Intercolonial and Canadian Pacific
and that the D. A. R. would probably fol-
low suit. ' He also referred to the passage
of an act by the legislature which will
bring about Atlantic Standard time when-
ever the railways begin to use it.

One of the directors of the Exhibition
Associatiorr said to The Telegraph .that
the association had not yet totally given
up hope and that if the’grazts are ob-
tained the association will at once get
together and arrange for the show. The
difficulty appears to be that by statutory
enactment the sum to be granted by the
province for exhibition purposes must not
aggregate more than $5,000 annually and
as it is thought the government desires
to aid .the Sussex fair to ‘the extent of
$1,000 there would remaia but $4,000 avail-
able for St. John. To increase this amount
would require the introduction and pas-
sage of special legislation and this it was
thought would not be done. Consequently
there were manj things more certain than
that St. John will have a big fair nest
fall.
