Murder, rioting and
general violence have already occurred,
and the police seem likely to prove unable
or plwillm‘ to keep order and protect
life, and, property, and the rlghte of non-
union workers‘ :

firm’s place of business. Men who were
ordered by other employers to -deliver
goods to the firm, refused to do so, and
were discharged. An express company dis-
charged a man for thus disobeying orders,

‘|and all of its drivers promptly went out.

So the strike spread umtil mearly all the
drivers in the city were involved.

Employer after employer whose business
was thus affected because of a matter with
which he had primarily nothing to do,
joined the employers’ association to fight
~ | the strike, taking the position that the
teamsters’ union must not be permitted to
say what this or that employer of labor
must do under certain circumstances. It
is pointed out that the express companies,
for instance, are common carriers, and can
be sued for failure'to accept.and deliver
goods. Yet the teamaters’ union says their
business must be . suspended. Realizing
that federal interference may be necessary
before business can be ‘resumed, the em-
ployers have organized a cartage company
whose teams are protected by injunctions
issued by a federal court. If the city au-
thorities are umable or unwilling to en-
force resvect for the federal court’s orders,
the court may call upon the United States
government for protection, in which case
the strikers will have regulars from the
plains and not local and perhaps sympa-
thetic policemen to deal with.

Both sides are well organized and have

1plenty of money, and a desperate struggle

is to be feared. Many lives may be sacri-
ficed; but in the end it will be proved that
no organization can set the law at defiance
and either dictate to the united employers
of labor or prevent independent labor from
accepting the employment offered. Chi-
cago, unfortunately, is a peculiarly danger-
ous city in which to fight out an issue of
this character, but the lesson learmed may
be of unusual value and may es_tablish a
needed precedent.

“600D ENOUGH FOR CANADA”

A epecial cable despatch printed else-
where contains a suggestion by the Cana-
dian Gazette of London to the Dominion
government, to the effect that the Eng-
lish authorities be mnotified plainly that
Canada must not be regarded by English
magistrates as a dumping ground for the
unfit, The case in point is that of a York-
shire lad of weak mind who attempted
suicide after a rebuke by a father. The
magistrate before whom he was arraigned
released him upon his father’s promise to
ship him to Canada at once, a plan which
apparently appealed to the court as ex-
cellent. In other cases to which reference
has been made previously prisoners thus
released were criminals or paupers.

Canadians have had altogether too much
evidencé that a certain class in England
still looks upon the Colonies as a conveni-
ent waste space for the disposal of per-
song who have proved criminal or unde-
sirable, but who have committed no crime
so severe as to to warrant serious punish-
ment at home. Every country, as the
Canadian Gazette says, should consume its
own smoke, The immigration authorities
here guard more or less carefully against
“the scum of Europe”—not so carefully
as is desirable or as they will some years
hence. ' It is unpleasant to discover
frequent proof that there are still officials
in the Old Country who believe anybody
ig “good encugh for Canada.” Our own
criminal and pauper class is not large, but
it will grow all too rapidly without arti-
ficial assistance from the other side

As there are magistrates ignorant or
careless enough to regard Canada as a
dumping ground it would be proper for
the Dominion government to make in
London the representations mecessary to

prevent their ignorance ~or carelessness
from sending us any more young
gentlemen of suicidal or  criminal
tendencies or any who have been
declared useless members of society
{in England. It is not pleasant ito

think of the view of this country enter-
tained by cirtain moderately thick-witted
if eminently respectable gentlemen who
fill the seats of justice over there.

FRANCHISES

Quite wonderful are the discoveries made
by lighting companies when they find
that they are threatened with competition.
Still more wonderful are the results of in-
vestigations made to find out just what it
costs to produce gas and electric light, and
just how much profit private companies
make when they have the field to them-
selves and there is no hint of competition.
The following from the Montreal Witness
will be read with interest by people who
pay $1.75 for the worst gas in Canada:—

“At last we have the report of the sub-
committee of the City Council appointed
to consider the question of a municipal gas
plant and the offer of the company. In
return for an extension of its franchise
for fifteen years the company has offered
to reduce lighting gas from $1.20 to $1.00,
and cooking gas from $1.00 to ninety cents.
The majority of the sub-committee, strange
to eay, favors the offer of the company.
As the present franchise has yet five years

a| unsatisfactory.

to run that would mean binding the city
and the citizens to these exorbitant prices
for twenty long yeams. This looks like a
return to the Iurid plundering days of the
Prefontaine regime. It has been shown in
New York and many other cities that gas
can be delivered at the burmers for from
twentysix to forty-eight cents. There is,
therefore, no thyme or reason in our pay-
ing ninety cents and a dollar for twenty
years, or a moment longer than we are
obliged. To pay a dollar a thousand feet
for gas today, now that we know how
much less it costs to produce, is not to be
thought of when a new franchise era is
under consideration. Those aldermen who
vote for any euch imposition stand a good
chance of losing their jobs.”

The Witness is regarded as a newspaper
of sound ideas with respect to financial
matters. Isn’t it surprising that the con-
servative Witness is not found crying out
that the poor stockholders of the Montreal
gas concern must not be robbed? The
Witness, it seems, does not see why some
citizens should tax others excessively. The
Witness must have heard of “vested
rights,” but that does mot prevent it from
demanding light at a reasonable rate,

CABINET MAKING

The Carleton Sentinel shares the belief
recently expressed by the Fredemicton
Gleaner, that coming cabinet changes will
include the retirement of the Minister of
Railways. The Gleaner’s theory is that
Mr. TBmmerson, as a minister, is
The Sentinel gives no
reason whatever for its statement
about Mr. Emmerson, but says that
Mr. Frank (Carvell, M. P., is the coming
man, and that Mr, Emmerson may become
lieutenant-governor and be knighted, or
may go to the bench. The Sentinel may
or may not know what it is talking about.
As to that Mr. Emmerson’s friends can
find out, no doubt, by exercising a little
patience, and they are accustomed to that
Says the Sentinel:

“There have been rumors that our pro-
vincial leader, Hon. H. R. Emmerson, may
retire altogether from politics in the mear
future. The Minister of Railways has al-
ways been a sturdy Liberal and deserves
well of his party. There are those who in-
cline toward the view that he may at some
not too distant day take a seat upon the
bench. The Sentinel scarcely holds this
opinion. We would not be much surprised
to learn that our next governor will be
none other than Hon. Henry R. Emmer-
son. There has even been a whisper going
around that with the honor a knighthood
may be thrown in.

“« » * Mr Emmerson’s successor in
the railway department will be a New
Brunswicker. Of the Liberal delegation in
the House from our province it is mo re-
flection upon the other members to state
that they in keeping with the party in
general recognize the member for Carleton
as the most likely future cabinet minister
from our provinee.”

The Sentinel mentions other changes,
and adds: “The changes we have spoken
of will not all come at once: Some of them
may never happen. All are probable, a
few are certain.”

This is quite oracular. !Also it would ap-
pear to show much consideration for Mr.
Carvell, and no great amount for Mr. ¥m-
merson. The Sentinel may now be read
out of the party by Mr. Emmerson, as. the
Gleaner was early in the session. [The
Woodstock journal is somewhat rash in in-
viting the lightning—unless it has seen the
slate. Whatever Mr. Carvell’s chance is,
there evidently 4s an impression abroad
that Mr. Emmerson is going to lose his
portfolio. Does the Sentinel believe he
will be knighted because of his record since
be became Minister of Railways, or be
cause of his record before he was called to
that office?

CANADA AND FUTURE WARS

The military correspondent of the Lon-
don Times rebukes the writers and speak-
ers who insist that Canada should con-
tribute a fixed sum toward the cost of im-
perial defence, and suggests this plan:—

exercise.

“If we are wise we shall abandon con-
tributions, and make no effort to impose a
fixed contingent wupon the populations,
whose sense of independence would be out-
raged by the suggestion, and whose good
will has been so lately so splendidly
proved, but to call them to our councils
and explain to them the whole situation,
both in relation to the present and the
future, and leave suggestions of ways and
means come from them; but we should
also wish to make a definite proposal of a
practical character. It should be estab-
lished as a central band of kinship and as
a universal system of imperial insurance,
that in the event of the Empire being
plunged into a great war all should agree
to share its burdens in proportion to their
wealth and population; that the cost of
war and reparation due to any ravaged
province of the Empire should be shared by
one and all alike. In 'this manner all
would become equally interested in vigor-
ous and prompt prosecution of hostilities,
and their conduct to a successful issue.”

There are obvious difficulties about such
an arrangement, though it is poseible, and
is preferable to the proposal that Canada
shall be taxed a fixed sum and shall have
no voice as to the disposition of the money.
The loyal spirit displayed by Canada, to
which the Times makes reference, is proof
that the ties of kinship are fully acknow-
ledged here.

In part, at least, it is in-
ferred that the recent outbreak of intes-
tinal disease, which carried off so many
children is attributable to the effect of
drinking polluted water. In large centres
of population constant vigilance is the
price of public health, and neglect is re-
flected in the mortality lists.

Brunswick. Ontario and Que-
¢ ettin.g a fair share of the new
g to Canada and this without any as-
hce whatever from the Federal gov-
These two provinces have de-
Pended only on their own efforts by means
of immigration and colonization officers.
If New Brunswick were to secure the ser-
vices of an experienced and energetic man
(like Thomas Southworth of the Ontario
Immigration Department, or like some of
the dominion or Quebec immigration offi-
cials), without doubt the advantages of
New Brunswick as a good field for settle-
ment would be properly placed, with the
earnest co-operation of the local govern-
ment, before that q),-lss which New Bruns-
wick pll‘tlf‘lﬂﬂﬂy desires.

“A large volume -of/ immigration passes

through the maritime provmces during the
winter and spring months and if any eys-
tematic endeavor were made to secure &
part of it by New Brunswick we believe
it would be no less successful than the
work of the Ontario and Quebec coloniza-
tion officials has been.

“The old saying that the Lord helps
those who help themselves contains a
sentiment which the New Brunswick au-
thorities should not only take to heart,
but act upon with promptness if they do
mot, desire the fair province of New Brun-
swick to fall behind in the general com-
petition throughout Canada for good set-
tlers.”

The government of New Brunswick hav-
ing taken up the subject we can look for
results. Our provincial executive are fully
alive t6 their responsibilities in all mat-
ters. We have a great field for effort
along the fertile valley of the St. Johm,
where splendid farms for those who have
some capital to invest can be secured. We
have also thousands of acres of land for
scttlement, The development of our water
powers is about to be undertaken om a
large scale as a result of recent legislation.
Many new industries will be established,
and there will be a pressing demand for
labor. There is already a demand for
domestics, The policy of our provincial
government is mot a mew one. They are
not simply following Ontario, although
they have had the benefit of the experi-
ence of that province. They are putting
their plans into effect at a time when it
is reasonable to expect that the best re-
sults can be obtained.

«ST. JOHN. N: B.;
GETTING INTERESTED”
(Bangor Commercial.)

St. John, (N. B.), gets interested. en-
ough over the report of an engineer con-
nected with the work of construction of
part of the Northren Maine Seaport rail-
road line to display in good sized type the
prediction that Stockton Springs “may
be a rival to St. John’s port.” Evidently,
the St. John editors are not thoroughly
acquainted with the enormity of the work
now well under way on the outlet line to
the big B. & A. territory, else the city
might have had occasion to have had a
fit months ago, but when one of New
Brunswick’s own citizens steps across the
border from Maine and makes predictions,
then St. John pricks up its ears and grows
interested.

Under date of Sunday, the Moncton
(N. B.), correspondent of a St. John paper
sends in the following item:

s Archibald, consulting engineer
with A, E. Trites, in the construction of
seventy miles of mﬂway for Bangor &
Aroostook in Maine, spent Sunday at
home here. He says work is progressing
favorably and there’s every prespect that
Contractor Trites will finish the work
within the time specified, Oct. 31. =

“Speaking of the B. &. A. system and
new seaport opened by the company at
Stockton, the Moncton engineer says St.
John people better keep their eyes on the
developments going on at this mew sea-
port as it may sometime become a serious
competitor with the pont of St. John. He
points out that from Brownville Junction,
where the B. &. A. and C. P. R. connect,
the distance to Stockton is only 78 miles,
while the distance from Brownville Junc-
tion to St, John is 190 miles.

“Wharves, to cost $1,000,000 are already
prOJected at Stockton and the company
say this is only a begmmng, 80, evidently,
they have something in view beyond local
traffic.”

The Commercial has from time ito time
mentioned the possibility of Stockton
Springs becoming an outlet for a port,
possibly a considerable part of the busi-
ness of the Canadian Pacific railway trans-
Atlantic traffic. Natural conditions favor
the place and it remaing to be seen if the
down river port dosen’t realize some of
the expectations of its fondest supporters.
St. John, indeed, must watch out.

SYDNEY'S DRY DOCK

The North Sydney authorities have de-
cided, subject to the ratification of the
ratepayers, to extend asgitance to Captain
Farquhar’s proposed dry dock scheme at
that port. As indicated by the wording
of the resolution, much care was evidently
taken that the bonus would be properly
earned before. being paid. On the com-
pletion of the plant a bonus equal to one
per cent. of $150,000 (this doubtless being
the estimated cost of the dry dock) will
be paid the company, and for a period of
fifteen years thereafter a bonus of one
per cent, on the amount of money paid
out annually on the labor performed at the
dry dock will be granted. In addition to
the foregoing concessions there wiil be ex-
emption from taxes and free water for a
period of twenty years. Free water and
exemption from taxes for a similar period
will also be granted to a wrecking and sal-
vage plant located at North Sydmey. The
bonus is by no means heavy; $1,500 is to be
paid on completion, and placing the annual
pay roll at $10,000, a sum of $1,000 will be
paid yearly for 15 yeams. One advantage
to the town from an arrangement like this
is that-it will not have to borrow the
money to be paid out. On the other hand
the annual bonus together with free water
and no taxes is an advantage which no
‘company can afford to overlook. There i8
also a substantial federal subsidy of three
per cent, on cost of construction offered
for the establishment of a dry dock. If
the company represented by Capt. Farqu-
har is in earnest the enterprise should soon
be assuming practical shape.

In 1900 Prof. Smith expected to
die an American citizen “if he lived a few
years longer.” Such an expression of opin-
ion was his privilege; but there are some
who will be pardoned for thinking that it
and the basis upon which it was founded
but ill accord with the claim made today
that he is “a true Englishman” and “had
never for a moment lost sight of the in-
terest or honor of his own land.” Mr.
Morgan’s contribution is worthy of more
than a passing glance. It deals a shat-
‘tering blow to a false prophet, a past mas-
ter in the art of casuistry and a consistent
deceiver of the reading public.

OF MAINE INDICTED
FOR CRIMINAL LIBEL

Wiscasset, Me., May 3—An indictment
has been returned by the grand jury of
the Lincoln county supreme court against
Bishop Robert W. Codman, of Portland,
head of the Episcopal church in Maine, on
a charge of criminal libel upon W. How-
ard Gardiner, of Camden.

The action grows, it is said, out of a
dissension in the church at Dresden. Mr.
Gardiner was one of the active partici-
pants in the affair, and in the course of
the discussion over the same, letters were
written, it is claimed, by Bishop Codman,
in which reference was made to Mr. Gar-
diner as “an excommunicated man.” The
facts claimed are that Mr. Gardiner was
never officially excommunicated, there be-
ing mo such record to that effect. The
pastor of the church in which this occur-
red was the Rev. Mr. Plant, at Gardiner;
and the original trouble was over property
rights at Dresden.

Bishop Codman says he has engaged
counsel to defend himself against Mr. Gar-
diner’s libel suit. The bzm}mp preferred
not to discuss the matter, saying that he
wished to hold quite aloof from it until
the proper time: Mr. Gardiner lives at
Camden, and has been very prominent. He
was in the Camden water fight and has
been in other public matters, being a posi-
tivist of the pronounced type. He is an
Englishman, and a man of much force of
purpese and of general culture.

““RAISULI A TRUE PATRIOT”

Perdicaris Praises Moroccan Ban-
dit and the ‘‘Big Stick Policy
for America.

New York, April 28—Jon Perdicaris,
who was captured by the bandit Raisuli,
in Morocco, and held for ransom about a
year ago, was one of the speakers at the
annual dinner of the New York Library
Club last night. “I consider my captor,”
he said, ““a true patriot, who is leading his
people in the fight for independence. His
people had always managed their own af-

| fairs—very badly .it is true—but they 'did

manage them. He had satisfied four years’
imprisonment chained to a wall unable to
move, yet he would not give way. I am
sure that Raisuli’s statement of his trou-
bles were true, as I was in a position to
know. He wore his hair without shaving
it, and that showed that he had sworn
vengeance on his enemies, for Arabs al-
ways shave their heads in the ordinary
way. I realize the immense difference be-
tween civilized and uncivilized peoples.
Peoples criticize the big stick. I say from
experience that the more vigorous the
finst steps taken the less the difficulty wall
be. Nothing has strengthened American
influence abroad so much as the vigorous
policy of President Roosevelt and Secre-
tary Hay. Such action should always be
taken when an American citizen is impris-
oned without cause as I was.”
