Terrible Railroad Disaster.
St. Louis, April 4.

It appears that the accident on the St,
Louis and Southeastern Railroad which
occurred at French Village, yestérday
afternoon, was dccasioned by the culpa.
ble carelessness of the conductor of the
construction train. The passenger train
was just about to take the side track to
let the freight train pass, when the con
struction train, which had been passed
by the passenger train but a few minutes
before and its  conductor must have
known of its proximity, came thunder-
ingaroundacurveathigh speed and plung-
ed into the rear of the passenger car.
The conductor of the passenger train saw
the construction train coming and cried
out for the passengers to jump for their
lives, many did so, but before all could
escape the engine of the construction train
had entered the passenger coach. Thelat-
ter was immediately filled with steam and
a number of the passengers were more or
l.ss scalded. Mrs. John B. Lusk or Luke:
while in the act of jumping from the train
was caught between the cars and crushed
to death. Her husband with theirinfantin
his arms succeededin reaching the platform
unhurt. A gentleman supposed to be Jas.
H. Watts,a memberof the Illinois Legisla-
ture, was caught between the platform
of the rear and the engine of a dirt train,
and literally torn to pieces. A daughter
of Mrs. Grifin received a jet of steam
full in the face and was horribly
scalded about the head and upper part of
the body. Her eyes were put out. It
is thought that she cannot recover. Mrs.
Stebbins of Milwaukie was severely cut
and bruised about the head. Several
other passengers were more or less in-
jured; the engineer of the dirt train,
Michael Fanning, fled as soofi as he saw
the result of his carelessness.

Mr. Keilly and J. Donucily, steerage
passengers, with several of the crew of
the wrecked Atlantic, arrived Saturday
evening. Rellly and Donnelly were pass
sed over the Government Railway and
stopped at the Rayal Hotel.  Reilly
speaks in the highest terms of praise of
the attention shown them in Halifax and
St. John. Donnelly is not at all well.
He was very much bruised and his whole
system has received such a shock that it
is very doubtful if he is well for a long
time. He has a brother and sister in
New Hampshire. He left this morning
by the Western train, Manager McLeod
passing him ever the road.

Reilly is a very intelligent man indeed,
and, from his own observations, has
formed some very strong opinions on the
disaster. He was a stcerage passenger,
but much above the average of those
who come out in the stecerage. He was
lying in his berth when the vessel struck.
He had only his boots and overcoat off,
as the bedding supplied by the ship was
so mean that they were obliged to sleep
in their clothes to keep warm. The of
ficers paid no attention to the wants of
the passengers in the steerage duting the
voyage. He gives the officers credit for
actibg bravely when the accident happen-
ed, but speaks in strong terms of their
condiict as officers before. He had seen
the Captain when he considered. he was
under the influence of liquor, and he
spent more time in company with some
women on board than he did looking after
the ship. Such, at least, were his ideas
bafore the accident occurred. When he
(Reilley) got on deck after the shock,
which he at first thought was caused by
dropping anchor in Halifax harbor, the
night was fine and he could see fora long
distance. His account of the wreck and
rescue is about the same as all those that
have heen published, but there is a pecu-
liar fascination and impressiveness in
hearing an actual survivor relate his ex-
perience, The conduct of the ship’s
crew was not such as described by some
accounts. = They did everything they
could to assist in the rescue and some of
them were the very last to leave the
wreck. Others assisted the fishermen to
row the boats, and worked until they
were entirely nsed up.

Coroner Earle commenced an inquest
on the body of anunknown female child,
found in the graveyard on Saturday.

An investigation into the wreck of the
Atlantic began Saturday before Collector
E. M. McDonald, Capt. Scott, R. N., and
Capt. Geopge McKenzie. ‘

Capt. Williams’s statement was about
the same as that given by him to the
reporters. He said the Atlantic was
sufficiently coaled before leaving Liver-
pool if it had not been for the three days
heavy weather experienced. The ship
was out of position solely on account of
the current which must have had &
northerly set, as well as westerly, and he
allowed eight degrees eastward to offset
it believing that to be ample, Qn Mon-
day he was quite sure of his position hoth
chronometers agreeing, but the northerly
tsset” proved greater than he allowed for,
For two or three days precedimg he had
found the ship set to the southward and
eastward of her position. Capt. Wil-
liams was in the chart-room on the
saloon deck less than thirty feet from the
bridge when the ship struck. All the
leads apd lines were in order but they
were not used not deeming them neces-
sary. He considered that officer Metcalf
who was in charge of the deck at the
time of the disaster was thoroughly com-
petent,

Passengers have testified to Captain
Williams's sobriety Juring the passage
and brave conduct after the occurrence
of the disaster.

Itis expected that between 200 and
‘800 bodies will be found helow decks as
a large number of passengers perished
there. The bodies are nearly all parti-
ally dressed just as they leaped from the
berths. A very little cargo hasas yet
washed ashore. Amid all this horror
the ridiculous comes to the surface. The
following despatch having been received
by Captain Williams :

«TRENTON, April 3.—This is the best
market for the sale of damaged goods.
Let me hear from you.”

Of the bodies recovered 135 are steer-
age, five are saloon, and sixteen of the
crew. The Catholic clergy are on the

. Sad Accident.

Late gn Saturday evening as Mr.George
Jackson, the indefatigable agent for the
cablewire-pulling boot andshoe emporium
in King street, was passing through
Geo. Stewart, Jr.’s, pharmacopoly, en
route for the proprietor’s office, his cable-
screwed boots slipped and he fell down
the open hatchway leading to the cellar,
a distance of upwards of six feet, striking
his head and hat violently against the
rope as he passed through. When picked
up he expressed himself unhurt, and
beyond a couple of contusions on the
right knee, a bruise on his left foot, a
slight gash on his cheek, a bump on the
head and a torn hat and soiled boot, he
was uninjured. The hatchway has since
been closed.

A Harbinger of Spring.

A fine specimen, in excellent preserva-
tion, of the genus musca domestica, & na-
tive of New Brunswick, has been placed,
enclosed in a bottle, on our table.
