After the 
charge one sailor was found lying 
on the street and rushed to the hos­
pital. where it was said he was suffer­
ing from a fractured skull.

Despite the great crowds around 
the theatre, everything went well 
with the performance until Herman 
Weil, a baritone, began to sing in 
the first act. As he took his place 
in the centre of a scene an egg was 
seen to flit from a box in an upper 
tier.

Cries of “Put him out!” were 
heard from the audience.
