A PROCLAMATION.

W IIREAS. on the TwENTY-FOURTH day of the month of AUusT last past, We
thought fit to prorogue Our Parliament of Canada to the FOURTH day of the

month of OCTOBER next, at which timne at Our City of Ottawa, you were held
and constrained to appear; Now KNow YE, that for divers causes and considerations,
and taking into consideration the ease and convenience of Our Loving Subjects, We
have thought fit, by nuid with the advice of Our Privy Couneil for Canada, to relieve
you, and each of you, of your attendance at the time aforesaid, hiereby convoking
and by these piosents enjoining you and each of you. that ont WEDNEstAY, the
FOURTEENTH day of the month of NovEMBER next, you meet Us in Our Parliament
of Canada, at Our City of Ottawa, there to take into consideration the state and
wolfare of Our said Dominion of Canada, and therein to do as may seem necessary
HEREIN FAiL NOT.

IN TESTIMONY WIIEREOF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent,
and the Great Seal of Canada to h bereunto affixed. WITNESS, The
Honorable WILLIAM BUELL RICHARDS, Deputy of Our Riglit Trusty
and Well-Beloved Cousin and Councillor the Righît Honorable Sir
FREDERIC TEMPLE, Earl of DuFFERIN, Viscount aid Baron Clandeboye
of Clandeboye, in the County IDown, in the Peerage of the United
Kingdon, Baron Dufferin and Clandeboye, of Ballyleidy and Kille-
leagh, in the County Down, in the Peerage of Ireland, and a Baronet,
Knight of Our Most Illustrions Order of Saint Patriek, Knight
Grand Cross of Our Most Distinguished Order of Saint Michael and
Saint George, and Knight Commander of Oui Most Honorable
Order of the Bath, Governor General of Canada and Vice-Admiral of
the same.
