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Quebec universities ask for more pluggablllty

MONTREAL (CUP) — An ad-hoc
coalition of five student groups is
launching a mega-media campaign
to find alternative solutions to the
problem of education underfund-
ing in Quebec.

The coalition is trading in tried-
and-true methods of strikes and
demonstrations for a slick media
campaign, complete with mauve
and canary-yellow billboards.

Representative Francois Desros-
iers said the group will spend about
$25,000 during the campaign on

subway billboards, posters, and
radio and television advertisements.

The slogan of the campaign is
“Dans un monde branche — des
universities branchees”, which im-
plies that universities will have to

become more in step with society,’

er — taken literally — more
"plugged in”.
~ The group advocates better man-
agement of funds, access to quality
education, and a practical evalu-
ation of professors.

The group, which includes the

student governments of McGill,
Concordia, Universite de Montreal
and Ecole Polytechnique, are pro-
posing the following alternatives to
tuition fee hikes and incidental
fees: *adequate government sub-
sidies; *better management of
human resources; *easier tax

technology without keeping up.”

“If we are crippling our uni-
versities through inadequate fund-
ing, we’re crippling our future,” he
said.

The coalition believes the public

“Contrary to popular belief,
raising tuition fees is not the sol-
ution to the underfunding prob-
lem,” said Desrosiers. “There are

been properly studied.”

“Tuition fee hikes are not the
solution and they won'’t solve the
problem,” said U de M Secretary
General Luc Trepanier. “If the
government maintains such a
narrow-minded view, the problems
will be back and worse in years to
come.”

Desrosiers said government sub-
sidies should reflect university
needs. He points to the per capita
formula subsidy which has decr-
eased from $6,300 in 1981 to about
$4,100 in 1986.
