A disappointing crowd of 17 people turned out last Thursday for York’s 
Stop Amchitka —Stop the War rally. George Addison, executive secretary of 
the Vietnam Mobilization Committee, said the forthcoming Amchitka blast 
and Canada’s complicity in the Vietnam War were related. He said 
Washington does not listen to Canadian protests because of Canadian in­
volvement in American dominated organizations as North American Air 
Defense and the North Atlantic Treaty Organization and because of 
Canada’s complicity in Vietnam. Addison said he asked Ottawa officials 
what steps the government was taking to make Canadian feelings heard on 
the matter. He was told that Mitchell Sharpe minister of external affairs 
addressed the Assembly at the U. N. and asked all countries to end nuclear 
tests. Addison asked if the government planned to raise a House Resolution 
on the issue. He was told that this was unlikely. Rally organizer Jack Klieb 
said afterwards that at a similar rally held last week at U of T only 15 per­
sons came out.
