Johnson, registrar Wendy 
Fox and Trudy Fox raised 
funds during Carnation 
Day for the Muscular 
Dystrophy Association, 
made donations to the 
West End Creche Child 
and Family Clinic. 
donated playground 
equipment to Meadow­
vale schools and gathered 
$1.000 for the Cystic 
Fibrosis Foundation

"Many times we help 
someone and can't take 
any credit because it 
would embarrass the 
person involved if the 
community knew he or 
she was taking charity."

5 Vehicles parked or 
stopped on sidewalks will 
be tagged

6 Parked vehicles that 
obstruct driveways will 
be tagged

7 Vehicles parked in 
fire routes will be tagged 
and or towéd away at the 
owner's expense

8 Parking within three 
metres of a fire hydrant is 
prohibited

9 Vehicles parked il­
legally on private proper­
ty will be lagged or towed 
away, jirovtded the city

receives the request in 
writing from the property 
owner or agent 

1U Vehicles parked in 
prohibited areas, facing 
the wrong direction or for 
sale i parked for an un­

reasonable length of 
timei are not permitted 
on city streets
