That we may seek not our own will, but the
Will of Christ.

of the Father shall learn o<^ the dodtrine.

That we may see that we can learn about
unity not by our finite thinking about it and
planning for it, but by beginning to practise

the love which is unity.

GRANT to us. Lord, we beseech thee, the

spirit to think and do always such things

as are right; that we, who cannot do anything

that is good without thee, may by thee be
enabled to live according to thy will; through

Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.

ALMIGHTY GOD, who art able to do

. such things as pass man's understanding,

give us an heart earnestly to believe that thou
art able and willing to do all those things for

the good of thy Church which, of ourselves,

we are unable to perform. Cast out from our

hearts, we beseech thee, the spirit of unbelief:

and help us so to humble ourselves before thee

and to open our hearts and minds to the teach-

ing of thy Spirit and the leading of thy will that

those things may be accomplished which shall

unite in one Body thy faithful people; through

Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.
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
