However, thofe mentioned for the Jat weck in April, may bg
putin whenever the fnow is gone, the froft out of the ground,
and the earth fo dry as not to be muddy, and the others fucceeded
in their order.

The firk week in May, fow oats, wheat and rye; alfo fome
carly Eaglifh beans, (and the mais crop by the 1oth or 11th,)
fpinage and orrice ; and by the aoth of May a few bills of gu.

umbers, and a few carly buth beans. : .

The middlie of May, few hemp and flax; and any time be-
tween this and the 10th of June, will do for potatoes ; fuch as
are planted about the firft of June, are frequently the largeft,
but the earlieft planted are as commonly the beft to eat, being
drier in confequence of their being more thorowghly ripe.

The firf§ week in Jume, plant all forts of kidney beans; alfp
cusumbers, fquathesand pumpkins.

The soth of June, fow buckwheat ; this is alfo a gaod time te
fow in herds-grafs, clover,or any fort of grafs feed, whiclr is
thought 1o fucceed better if fowed in now with buck whear,
than in the fpring with oats.  Herds.grafs that is fowed the iat.
ter partof Jure or through the whole of July, inftead . of run.
ning up, heading out, and ripening as that does which is eailier
fewn, ipends the fummerin fpreading into a large bunch, and
rooting firmly, by which it not only bears the (everity of the
wiater, but ferds up from each feed many more lalks the ens
fuing fommer.
