WIDE-AWAKE BOYS.

<5> y JE have lately heard of a nov- 
__ el association that has been

formed in Philadelphia. It 
is called the “Boys' Silk Culture As­
sociation of the United States.” There 
are three of them associated, all school­
boys about fifteen years of age. All 
these boys go to school, and devote 
their leisure hours to silk. They organ­
ized and rented premises in May, ib8i, 
obtained eggs from ail quarters, and du­
ring the season raised te.ooo worms.

The boys made all the necessary fix­
tures, trays, etc., and also invented an 
improved reel. They obtained permits 
to forage the parks for mulberry leaves 
until they could make other arrange­
ments for silk-worm food. The season 
w as successful ; they reeled all their own 
silk and several lots from other parties.

The season of 1882 was started with 
a stock of over 200,000 eggs of French, 
Japanese, and native silk-worms, and 
then cocoonery is equipped for raising 
100,000 worms. The business is grow­
ing and popular.

Perhaps some of our enterprising 
young readers may get a hint from the 
above, as to how they may commence 
a useful and profitable business.—Illus­
trated Christian Weekly.
