Hu&@¥Jav-
ing made a few preparatory remarks with

The spacious building resounding with the
delightfully musicsl notes of the same, from
a choir in the gallery, sweetly blending with
many grateful hearts and voices in the body
of the congregation, which was followed by
bumble prayer and supplication at His foot-
stool whose Word declares : “ In all places
where | record my name, I will come unto
thee,and I will bless thee.”

The Revivals of Former Times.

Flemiag in his well-known work, * The
Fulfilling of the Scripture,” gives the fol-
lowing sketch of Revirnl Movements in the
early part ot the seventeenth century. lo
the W est of _Scotland, in 1625, the effect of
being struck down under the hearing of the
Word seems to bave been a common fea-
ture i—

Besides these which are more known, and
upon public record, I must bere instance a
very solemn and extraordinary outletting of
the -Spirit, which about the year 1625, aud
thereafter, was in the West of Scotland,
whilst the persecution of the Church there
was bot from the prelatic party ; this by the
profane rabble of that time was called the
Stewartoun sickness, for in that parish first,
bat after througl much of that couniry, par-
ticularly at Irving, under the ministry of the
famous Mr. Dickson, it was most remarka-
ble, where it can be said (which divers min-
isters and Christians yet nlive can witness)
that for & considerable tume few Sabbaths
did pass without some evidently converted,
and some convincing prooils of the power of
God accompanying His Word; yea, thai
many were 80 choked and taken by the
heart, that through terror, the Spirit in such
a weasure convincing them of sin, in hear-
ing of the Word, they bave been made to
fall over, and thus carried out of the chureb,
who after proved most solid and lively
Christians ; and as it was known some of the
most gross who used to mock at religion be-
ing engaged upon the same that weat abroad
of such things, to go to some of these parts
where the gospel was then most lively, bave
been effectually reached belore their return,
with a visible coange following the same,
and truly this great spring tide which | may
so call ot the gospel was not a short time but
for some years coniinuance ; yea, thus like
a spreading moor-burn the power ot godli-
ness did advance from one place to anotber,
which put a marvellous lustre on these parts
of the country, the savour whereof brought
many from other parts of the land to see the
truth of the same.

| must also mention that solemn commu-
nion at the Kirk of Shots, 20th June, 1630,
at which time there was so convincing an
appearance of God and down-pouring of the
Spirit even in an extraordinary way, that
did follow the ordinances, especialiy that
sermon on the Monday, 21st June, with a
strange unusual motion on the hearers, who
in a great multitude were there convened of

And then
it was sweet and easy for Christians to come
80 or 40 miles to the solemn communions
which they bad, and there continue from the
time they came until they returned, without
wearying or making use of sleep ; yea, but
little either meat or drink, and, s some of
them profeseed, did not feel tbe need thereof,
but wentaway most fresh and vigorous, their
souls so filled with the sense of God.

That was aleo a remarkable time where-
in the Lord did let forth mach of the Spirit
on His people, in the year 1638, when this
nation did solemnly enter into covensant,
which many yet alive at this day do know
how the spirits of men were raised and
wrought on by the Word, the ordinances
lively and longed after, for then did the pa-
tion own the Lord, and was visibly owned
by Him, much zeal and an enlarged heart
did appear for the public cause, persooal re-
formation seriously set about, and then also
was there a remarksble gale of Providence
that did attend the act.ngs of His people,
which did astonish their adversaries, and
forced many of them to feign subjection.

Letter from the United States.

From our Correspondent.
THE HARPER'S FERRY WAR

On the 16th ult, a scene opened at Harper’s
Ferry, Virginia, of a most singular character.
A company of twenty-two armed men tock pos-
session of the United States Armory,—tock a
large number of the inbabitants of the place
prisoners,—and held possession of the premises
for some two days. The leader of this company
waes Capt Jobn Brown. He was born in Con-
necticut, and bas lived in New York, Obio, and
Kansas. In the latter place, he signalized him-
selt by extraordinary tact and courage in de-
fending the territory against the proslavery
party—* Border Ruffins” so called. In the
exciting conflict there, he had two sons killed,
which greatly exasperated the old man, and he
resolved to do all he could to free all the Slaves
from bondage. He was quite succeseful in run-
ning off many Siaves from Missouri. He now
originated a plan for doing a large business in
that Jine. He formed a sort of military organi-
zation,—himsel( being Commander-in~chief,—
for the purpose of liberating Slaves in Maryland
and Virginia, and if possible to extend bis ope-
rations atill furtber South. His taking posses-
sion of the United States Armory, at Harper’s
Ferry, was only the commencement of his plan
but 1t was unfortunate. The States and United
States troops came to rescue, and after a stout re-
sistance of several bours, Brown, and most of the
men that were not killed, were taken prisoners.
There were killed in the affray, eix citisens and
filteen insurgents, and several wounded. Among
the ki'led, were two sons of Brown.

The prisoners were immediately taken to
Charlestown, Virginia, for trial. Brown was
charged with treason and murder,—was proved
guilty by the laws of Virginia, and sentenced to
be bung the 21. day of December next. The
trial of the other prisoners is in progress, and
will doubtiess result in their convictica-and exe-
cution.

Brown is a man of considerable native talent,
and possesses great courage. Ie has always
been regarded as strictly honest, possessing a
high regard for integrity and right. He is a
Presbyterian in his religious faith. His troubles
in Kansas doubtless atfected his mind, and he
became partially insane. He seemed to think
that God bad a special mission for him to per-
form in liberating slaves. He had no idea of
committing t'vason and murder—to free the
Siaves from ondage seemed to bave been his
only object. Ilis plan to accomplish bis object
is regarded by all as wild—such as none but an
insane man wculd think of—still, be has the
general eympathy of all classes, and Lis sentence
is regarded as unjust ;—especially, is it so re-
garded in the non-slave-hoiding states.

A more insolent lecture has seldom been
read by priest to Emperor than that to which
Napoleon 11I. bad to listen at Bordeanx
last week, insinuating that the secret of his
prosperity was his fidelity to the “ Vicar of
Jesus Christ,” and reminding him of his
own words, that the temporal sovereignty of
the Pontiff was necessary to the splendour
of Catholicism and was not opposed. to the
liberty and independence of lialy. The Em-
peror, who bas never been known to-retract
anytbing, except his pledge to emancipate
Italy up to the Adriatic, did not attempt tc
qualify 1he sentence of which he was remind-
ed, and one balf of which at least, baving
been a hundred times disproved by previous
history, has been reduced to an absurdity
by recent facts ; bat without recanting any-
thing that was old and mistaken, he added
something new and we hope true which bas
electrified the Roman Catholic world. With
good reason his Government, he said, felt
“ uneasiness about the day—which cannot
be far distant—when Rome shall be evacu
ated by the French troops, for Earope can-
not allow that the occupaiion, which has
continued for ten years, shall be prolonged
indefinitely '’ And then, be asked, ** when
the French army shall withdraw, what will
it leave behind it ? Anarchy and terror or
prace ?*  That is a question to which a sin-
gular event at Rome offers some answer.
The Pontifical Government bavin: dismis-
sed the Sardinian Minister, it was antici-
pated by the Roman Director of Police that
the opportunity would be taken to get up a
Liberal demonstration belore the Count
Della Miuerva should quit the ciiy. Har-
ricaly ‘Tatteucci acquaicted General De
Goyon with bis apprehensions, begging him
to have his troops under arms snd i sutho-
rise the arrest of a few dozen of gentlemen.
The French General granted the former
half of the petition, and besides issued »
proclamation, but forbade ihe arrests. The
demonstration was of the most innocuou:
yet efféctive deecription, consisting only io
a call and the leaving a card at the Sardi-
nian Minister’s residence. A correspondent
at Rome writes that “ not only the :tairs of
the Minister's residence, but the whole street,
was crowded with visitors coming and going
for that purpose, and the number of cards
left has been estimated at from %,000 to 12,-
000. Manv of them weie green, and others
red, which, blending with the white ones in
picturesque confuston, produced on the Mi-
uister’s (ables 1he eflect of #n irregular
[talian tricolout.  On eome of the cards were
impressed, besides the name of the bearer,
the letters * P. V.’ (per voto. ) as if in pledge
for a vote of adherence to the Sardinian
realm.” In this anecdote we have the eie
ments at least of an answer to the Imperial
question, W hat will General De Goyon znd
his troops lzave behind them when they are
recalled from Rome ?

Thus far the arrogance of the French
Bishops has been a real service to Louis
Napoleon. He may dread the slow eflec «
of their indignation and disappointment, but
he knows they will be politic 1n their malice.
What could the dagger of Ravaillac or the
poisoned wafer do for them ? The hard
cboice in France is still between this lmpe-
rialism sod Republicani-m, and the priest.
party bave reason enough for gratitude to
the present dynasty, oi il that be too noble
a feeling, they huve instinet sufficient to
ackoowiedge an inflinite preference for that
which is to what would follow upon its down-
fall. Eocouraged by sech reflections, or
gratified by the sense of genuine popularity
which the insolence and opposition of the Je-
suits has lent to his Government, the Em-
peror hag taken two defensive steps, one in
sending & “ warning” to the Uwivers, the
rabid mouth-feature of Uitramonisnism, and
the other in giving an invitation to the
French journals not to transier into their
columns those pastorals of the Bishops
which, instead of being devoted to spiritual
edification, aie filled w:th political combusti-
blee. We cannot of course in principle
approve of either of these measures, but re-
garded from & French point of view, they
are excusable and popular. W hat they por-
tend we do not presume to anticipate.  Na-
poleon I1I. may contest himself with these
proofs that, while be is the Dictator of
Earopé; he is not at the same time the secre-
tary and servant of a Pontifex Maximus.
Between the crown of France and the tiars
of the Popes there bave, in almos: every
reign, been serious conflicts ; but in the main
they have agreed too well, and we think it
a doubtfol omen for the jons that the
Emperor expects 8o soon after the Congress
to be able to recall his troops from lialy and
his garrison from Rome.
