HALIFAX, N. 8., June 23,—A pro-
vincial cause celebre was settled yese
terday when an agreement was reachs
ed between parties ‘in the action
brought by one Bartlett against the
Nova Scotia Steel Company, touching
ownership of certain iron areas at
Bridgeville, Pictou county.

Mite .cause of the fire could not.be
ascertaied but it was believed to have
caught, in. some hay which was stored
on the main deck .There was a cons
sid€rable’ talk around the Tstand that
the'fire wase the ‘result of incendarism;
