The Austrian public is informed by 

the Nieue Freie Presse, the semi-offi­
cial Vienna journal, that Mr. Lloyd 
George’s speech shows up Britain in 
her role of “hyena of the battlefield.” 
By twisting one of Mr. Winston 
Churchill’s remarks the Austrian 
semi-official journal declares that the 
First Lord of the Admiralty has gi­
ven the parole that good business is 
to be made out of the war, as usual!

This national idea of England, it 
says, is shown up stilj more clearly 
by the speech of the Chancellor of 
the Exchequer, whose cynicism, it 
says, is unparalleled. Mr. Lloyd Geo­
rge, the Nieue Freie Presse states, 
promises his countrymen rich spoils 
as the result of this war, which is 
causing the rest of the world so much 
trouble and suffering. The journal it­
self promises, however, that British 
greed will not be satisfied so easily 
by this war as it has been by previous 
wars, and it rejoices In the fact that 
British expenditure and British losses 
are assuming tremendous proportions.

The economic situation in Germany, 
this journal says, is daily improving, 
and it is confident that England and 
France are suffering far more, from 
an economic point of view, than is 
Germany.
