MINE KILLED FIVE |

Smyrna . Explosion Had
Fortunate Features.

Smyrna, Asia Minor, May 26.—The
French liner Benegal, which - struck a
mine, as she was leaving this port yes-
terday, was at once run ashore by Her
captain to prevent her foundering.

Five persons were Kkilled by the ex-
plosion, and six others severely in-
Jjured.

The explosion tore out one side of
the Senegal at the forward end. The
machinery, however, escaped injury, and
owing to this the engineers were able
to beach the vessel, and as a result in
all probability saved the lives of most
of those on board. The steamer was
driven on shore near the fortress, and
all the uninjured members of the crew
and the passengers were landed in small
boats.

PROSPECT BETTER

Tokio is Calmer in Califor-

nia Dispute.

Realizes the Difficulty Wil-

son is In.

Washington, May re-

ceived by the State Department to-day
from the United States representatives
in Tokio broughtencouragement to the
Administration in regard to the Japanese
situation. One of the Teports of the
State Department was irom a diplomatic
representative of the United States Gov-
ernment, who discussed the situation in-
formally with members of the Japenese
Ministry yesterday following the receipt
by them of the American reply to Am-
bassador  Chinda’s  formal |-votest
against the California legislation.

Informally the Japanese Ministers
are reported to have said at this confer-
ence that they understood thoroughly
the peeuliarities of the situation arising
from the dual character of the American
Government. These pecniiarities had
been cited by this Government #3 an
explanation for any Thesitancy officials
here may have felt in moving as cm-
phatically as might have been suggested
by the Japanese protest. The Japarese
official attitude, as voiced at this time,
was not to hold the American Adminis-
tration as strictly responsible for the
California law as would have been “the
case had the difficulties arising from' the
internal structure of this Government
been less conspicuotst,

The Japancse Minister also conveyed
the information that an abatement of
the jingo sentiment among the Japancse
had been noted by them. This was in-
terpreted as an intimation that the Min-
istry wonld feel freer under existing con-
ditions to proceed wmicably in the nego-
tiations with the United States than
would have been the ease had the tense
public feeling of a week or two wugo con-
tinued to press them toward an aggres-
sive course.

FROST DAMAGE
NOT SO SERIDUS

Say Ontario Agriculture De-
partment Reports.

FRUIT YIELD GOOD

Is Prospect Thus Far in the
Season.

Toronto despateh: The following state-
ment regarding the crop condition in the
province, based on the returns of cor-
respondence sent in on or about May 15,
has been issued by the Ontario Depert-
ment of Agriculture:

Fall Wheat—This crop wintered weil,
notwithstanding the light protection of
snow, and the early spring. weather was
also favorable, there being compara-
tively little heaving or other injury from
frost. ‘I'nere was an unusually rapid
growth in the latter part of April and
the first few days of May, which gave
a good head to the plant, but subse-
quent cold weather has acted as a check.
Taken altogether, however, the present
outlook for the crop is most promising,
except on latecown fields vr un low or
porly-drained land. Only a comparative-
ly small acreage had been plowed up or
resown with barley or other spring grain.
Much less injury than usual from in-
sccts is reported.

Clover—In the western half of ihe
province ,in the northern districts, and
in most of the Lake Ontario couunties,
clover has done well, especially m the
case of the younger fields. In the more
éastern part of the province, however,
much of the ¢rop has heen more or less
killed out during the winter and spring,
although even there some good fields are
also reported. .

Alfalfa-—Reports regarding alfaifa are
not quite so enthusiastic as nsual, as
both winter and spring conditions were
trying to this crop, and mauy of the
fields are somewhmat patchy. A« m the
case of fall wheat and clover, zlfalfa has
dene best on well-drained land.

Vegetation—Unusually, warm weather
in the latter hali of April and in the
early part of May caused growth in the
field, orchard and forest to go ahead
with a rush, and vegetation was esti-
mated to be from a week to two weeks
ahead of the normal. Cool weather with
night frosts coming on abont May 8,
however, gave an almost complete cheek
to growth from that date to time of
reporting, and, while orchards seem to
be more forward than usual, pasiures
are now only about ordinary. Tn most
ecases cattle are on the grass and are
getting a good bite. Very timely raing
were falling as our later cortespondents
\'.l’l)(l'. .

FRUTIT SITUATION.

Fruit —In the firet week ol May ‘orch-
ards gave promise of an immense yield.
The trees were covered with fruit buds

many in full bloom —and smail fruits
were  alsa blessoming profusely.  Be-
tween May 7 and ‘11 however, a scries
0f sevece night frosts  oceurred,  the
esfects of vhhieh are variously described.
A careful sifting of the reports shows
that ecarly strawberries were  badly
nipped, but that the later vericties
Lappily eseaped. Some bush iruits, such
as currents, anght in some
of the more advanced seetions. In the
fruit lands along the lake shores--more
especially in the Niagara district
fruit trees sustained comparatively little
harm from the frosts, but some  of the
orchards farther inland weare injured to
some extent. Of the orehard trees, ap-
ples have suffered the Jeast. and ploms
and cherries the most, but in 1o
as seriously as was at it expeeted.
To sum up. the injury from the severs
frosts of May has turned out to be
much less general than was feared at the
time of the frosts, and a good yield of
all classes of fruit may still had
ghould favorable conditions prevail, The
presence the tent caterpilln in un-
waually large numbers is complained of
by many corresponcents in the castern
half of the province.

[ THE WOOD TRIAL

Uﬁdertaker Testifies Against
Accused Manufacturer.

Boston, May 26.—John J. DBreev, &
Lawrence undertaker and at that time
a member of the Lawrence School Board,
who was fined $500 for “planting”
dynamite in various places of that city
during the textile strike in 1912, took
the stand to-day at the trial of Presi-
dent William B. Wood. of the American
Woollen Company; Frederick E. A. A_t-
teaux and Dennis J. Collins, for conspir-
img to “plant” the explosive, and s'nd
he received $700 from Atteaux for doing
the job, having received the dynamite
from Ernest W. Pitman, now dead.

Under cross-examination of Attorney
Coakley, counsel for Atteaux, questions
were asked which indicated that the de-
fence, so far as Atteaux is concerned,
intends to. impute that this testimony
was actuated by motives of blackmail.

London, May 2¢.—Regarding the cons,
troversy between the United States and
Japan, the Daily Mail, in an editorial,
says:

“It seems unlikely that Jepan will
force a rupture with so potent an.ad-
versary over a matter of this Kkind,
but the Webb law treats the Japanese
as if they were only semi-barbarians and
as undesirables. The situation arouses
them to fury. and in their anger they
may drive the Government to perilous
lengths,

“The gravity of the situation has a
close personal interest for onrselves. 1t
would be distressing to find our Ameri-
can kinsfolk in a conflict with
onr Japanese allies upon an issue in
which the Americans will command the
sympathy of Western Canada and Aus-
tralia.

“It may be taken for granted that Sir
Edward Grey, whose peace-making has

British Ruler Interested on
Berlin Entrance.

KAISER IS TICKLED

With Display of German
Air Power. -

Berlin cable:« On the platform of
the Lehrter Station to-day the Kaiser
kissed King George on both cheeks,
welcoming the Britieh sovereign and
his consort to Berlin as the first Royal
guests to arrive for the wedding on
Saturday mext of Princess Victoria
Luise, the Kaiser’s only daughter, to
Prince Ertist of Cumberland: It is
King George’s firet visit to Germany,
in fact to the continent, since he as-
cended the throne, and omly a yecar
ago the feeling between the two coun-
tries was such as would have made a
visit-impoerible at that time..

As the Royal visjtors drove to the
palace the two German military lirigi-
bles, Zeppelin and iTansa, which accom-
penied their tram from Rathenow, about
Ififty miles from the capital, flew low
oand pointed out the ocurse up the Ave-
nve of Victory to the Tiergarten,
through the Brandenburger Gate and
down the central promenade or Unfer
den Linden.

Two squardons of Prussian dragoons
in pale blue uniform and two squa-
drons of cuirassiers of the guard, on
cream white horscs. their eagle-topped
helmets ehining in the  brilliant sun-
shine like burnished gold, rode along
the route. Between them were two
open landaus drawn bv four horses each
the first conveying Wing George and
the Kaicer, and the second, Queen 2lary
and the German Fmpress. A squadron
o_f cavilry closely surrounded each car-
riage.

KEPT EYES ON AIR CRAFT.

King could not take Lis
eves from the novel uerial escort fly-
ing majesticallly overhead, so low thit
he could see the passenzers leaning out
of tha windows of the ecabins and
the officers on the bridge.  This  was
ihe King's firsi glimpse of a German
airship of the type  which has becen
causing the British people mueh loss
of sleen. e was interested that
he at times forgot to return the salutes
offered  tp him. and thronghout the
drive of one mile to  the palace,
througl the famans avenne, which is
the pride of Berlin. the Zeppelin was
apparcntly the chief topic of conversa-
tion between the King and the Kaiser.
The lafter was evidently delighted to
see the impresssion made by Germany’s
aerial sehievement )\'i‘n:; George.
Queen Mary’s face also was turnad  to
the airships  very often during tias
drive, and she secmed to evinee grv'alt ine
teerst in their manoeuvres.

The Crown Prince was the first to
appear at the lLehrter Station this
mornmimz to await the al of the
British Sovercigns.  Wearing the uni-
form of an officer of the 11th Mussars
uf the British army, he whizzed down
Unter den Linden in an automobile
which he drove himself. Prince Ernst
of Cumberland, boyish and bashful, but
looking splendid in his uniform of his
Zieten llussars, with Princess Victoria
Luise, in a white linen Jlookinv
very happy. on his arm, soon appeared
at the station. They were followed by
the Empress Victoria Luise, who :l];'
peared  remarkably  vouthfui. Next
came Crown  Princess  Cecilie, looking
radiant and with a fascinating smile fog
everybody. The affectionate greetings
which she received along the route and
in the station showed that the wife of
the neir to the throne is undoubtedly
the most popular woman of the Kaiser's
Court.

L/ | have heard of the appalling state
of thiugs in Connemara owing to the
absence of anything like civilized gov-
ernment in- that part of the world.
Were this in truth a United Kingdom
the press of its capital would contain
some reference to the state of things go
near 'its doors; but I have. not seen a
single word in any London daily of this
dire need of our plague-pestered fellow-
subjects in Connemara. 1 hope very
soon to be able to leave London for Ire-
land, and, if possible, to visit Letter-
mullen and see whether something last-
ing cannot be done to remove the stain
of this enduring Irish Putumayo from
our native land. One thing is clear to
me—only Irishmen and Irishwoman can
clear it up.”
