of milk^givlng, would ensure greater ef­
ficiency in the creaming. Iri. illustration, 
Mr. Ruddick exhibited a chart showing 
that the skim milk from eight cows iriore 
than six and a half months’ milking, 
contained 1.43 per cent, of butter fat, or 
more than one-third of the fat in the 
new milk, whilst by adding to It the milk 
of one cow, newly calved, before setting 
into ice water, the percentage of JEat in 
the skim-milk was reduced to 0.55. In 
other words, 33.6' pounds of milk from 
the eight cows was required to make 1 
lb. of butter, whilst by the addition of 
one cow’s fresh milk only 27 lbs. were re­
quired and the latter was conalderably 
improved in quantity. With regard to the 
ripening of cream the lecturer said that 
this was the *part of butter-making 
where most skill was required. A great 
deal of the dairy butter grows old be­
fore It 4e churned, that is, in the ripen­
ing process of the cream. Ripening of 
cream is merely a fermentation which 
takes place, and tt is the task of the 
butter-maker to see that, the fermenta­
tion is the right one, and to keep it with­
in proper bounds. Well ripened cream has 
a pleasant acid taste, and is of an even 
thick consistency, 16 to 20 hours is suffi­
cient for the process. Churing should be 
done as often as practicable. It is im­
possible to lay down any set rule as to 
temperature, as this varies a good deal- 
according to local conditions, the tem­
perature, however, which will cause the 
butter to come in 30 to 40 minutes may 
be successfully adopted. When the but­
ter comes into granules as large as sho.t, 
the churning should be discontinued, and 
the butter milk dra 
of cold, pure water 
of the butter milk should be poured 
into the churn and a few quick tu*ns will 
wash the butter. When the water is 
dr%wn off, tfie butter may bè salted, at 
the rate of 3-4 "’to 1 onz. of salt per lb. 
of butter^according to the requirements 
of the market, and great care should be 
taken not to overwork it, also to see that 
the salt is of the purest quality obtain­
able, as op this depends the preservation 
of the butter. The butter may be put up 
in prints or rolls wrapped in parchment 
paper and be placed on the market while 
in the pink of condition. A number of 
samples of new milk, skim milk and but­
ter milk were brought in by several 
farmers and tested, the result in the 
following samples being as follows 
Henry Davie, milk from two cows,' but­
ter fat 3.0 per cent; whole milk, butter 
fat 3.6; skim milk from cream separator, 
butter fat, 0.1.

REFORM MEASURES.
Alcoholism is receiving more attention 

now than ever before. The French’ Aca­
demy of Sciences has lately been deal­
ing with the subject, and, in a meas­
ure, taken effective means to check the 
evil by commencing with the scientific 
treatment of its cause. Now Russia is 
following iu the track of the anti-drink 
reformers, and the Stkte is taking over 
the entire control of the liquor traffic. 
No country needs reform In this respect 
more than Russia, for drunkenness 
there is. of a modt persistent and de­
moralizing nature. The Government 
takes over in its entirety the absolute 
control of the traffic, and, on January 
1, 1886, private dealing in liquor will, 
cease throughout the Empire, and the 
manufacture and sale of liquor be un­
der Government supervision and made 
wholly by its servants. The proposed 
administration will be very strict and 
the Gothenburg system appears to have 
been much Improved by the Russians in 
their scheme. This step is, perhaps, 
the most important social event that has 
occurred in Russia since the émancipa­
tion of the serfs. Of the two it is per­
haps the most important, because the 
demoralization in the ranks of the lower 
orders In Russia, consequent on the ha­
bitual use of most vile- concoctions 
known as spirits, has been ten times 
more' evil in result than the ora, "so- 
called, serfdom, which, was by no means 
so oppressive as some have endeavored 
to make it appear, albeit so contrary 
to the spirit of the age as to cause the 
Emperor Alexander to abolish It. This 
latest move along temperance lines will 
be eagerly watched. Rum Should seem 
to have played a large part In returning 
the Tories t# power in qiir Mother 
Country—a reflection, that will .be dis­
tasteful to most people and by no 
means complimentary to. our boasted 
civilization. Sir William Vemon-Har- 
court was defeated because of hip., well- 
known views on this question, and many 
of his followers licked the dust for the 
same reason.’
