Furniture Polish.

Spirits of turpentine, i pint ; yellow 
wax, pounds, alkanet root (to color), 
i ounce. Melt and strain ; apply with 
a cloth, and rub with a chamois skin to 
dry.

Cleansing liquids,
Water in which potatoes have been 

•boiled exercises remarkable cleansing 
properties upon silverware of all kinds, 
especially upon spoons discolored by eggs. 
Hyposulphite of soda dissolved in water 
will remove all tarnish from silverware 
in two or three applications, if applied 
with a soft cloth wet with the solution,
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Eggs a la mode. c
Remove the skin from a dozen toma­

toes, medium size, cut them up in a 
saucepan, add a little butter, pepper and 
salt ; when sufficiently boiled beat up 
five or six eggs and, just before you 
serve, turn them into the saucepan with 
the tomatoes and stir one way for two 
minutes, allowing them time to be well 
done.

Egg Pudding.
Four eggs weU beaten ; four table­

spoonfuls of flour ; add to the eggs until 
a smooth mass ; then add a pint of milk 
slowly, a pinch of salt. Beat aU smooth 
together. Put in a weU-buttered dish, 
and bake about twenty minutes. Eat 
with sauce made of butter and sugar 
beaten together to a cream ; flavor with 
vanilla.

Unalterable Paste.
Take one tablespoonful of flour, add 

gradually one pint of cold water ; boil 
slowly and stir weU to prevent burning 
until it thickens ; keep boiling tiU it be­
comes thin, add one teaspoonful of 
mtro-muriatic acid, and boil till it again 
thickens, when it is ready for use. This 
paste is harmless, cheap, and will 
neither turn sour nor mould.—Scien­
tific American.

Cheese It uni a kin.

Grate six ounces of good cheese on a 
coarse grater ; sprinkle among it a table- 
spoonful of flour ; add enough milk to 
moisten the cheese ; then stir in 4-hree 
eggs, previously well beaten and mixed 
with a cup of milk. These, when mixed 
with the cheese and flour, should make 
a thin batter. Butter a small pie dish, 
fill it only half full with the batter, 
place a few slices of butter on it, and 
bake in a quick oven. When well risen 
in the dish, and of a good yellow color, 
which ought to be in about ten or fifteen 
minutes, when it is done, serve at once, 
before it faUs. -f-

Sweetbreads With Oranges.

Choose the largest and finest sweet­
bread you can get, gash it very lightly 
in two or three places, then baste it 
well with butter ; when this is done, 
squeeze a Florida orange carefully^ver 
it, that some of the juice may get info the 
gashes, sprinkle with pepper and salt, 
and let it be carefully and thoroughly 
roasted ; when the sweetbread is nearly 
done, prepare a little rich gravy, take 
up the sweetbread, squeeze another 
orange over it, gnd pour some of the 
gravy over it hot; serve on a flat dish, 
garnished with thin slices of orange from 
which the seeds have been extracted.— 
From Mary Stuart Smith'^ Virginia 
Cookery-Book.

Oude Sauce for Cold JTIeate.

Cut up two onions very fine, and 
brown them lightly in two ounces of 
clarified butter, stirring them to prevent 
their burning. Just as they are begin­
ning to turn in color add a half-dozen 
minced chilies, a salt-spoon of salt, and 
an ounce of dried fish, shredded (had­
dock is the best for the purpose). Mix 
and stir these well together for a few 
minutes and then add, a little at a time, 
the juice of half a lemon, two table- 
spoonfuls of tomato pulp and a little 
water. Continue to stir the sauce while 
adding these, and until it becomes like 
thick paste, when it is ready to serve. 
This sauce will not keep, and should be 
used the day it is made.—The Caterer.

Delicious Tapioca Cream

To be eaten cold is made easily. Let 
two tablespoonfuls of tapioca soak all 
night in enough sweet milk to cover it, 
and a trifle more. In the morning heat 
one quart of milk to the boiling point, 
beat the yolks of three eggs with 
half a cup of sugar and the tapioca ; 
when well mixed stir these in the boil­
ing milk. Let it boil for a minute or 
two, or until you are sure it has all 
reached the boiling point, then remove 
it from the fire, flavor it with lemon or 
vanilla. Put it into the dish in which it 
is to be served. Beat the whites to a 
stiff froth, or, better still, have some one 
else do it, so that, while the tapioca is 
stUl hot, the meringue may be placed on 
the top. A tablespoonful of powdered 
sugar should be beaten with the eggs.

The Cookery of Milk

is very simple, but by no means unim­
portant. That there is an appreciable 
difference between raw and boiled milk 
may be proved by taking equal quanti­
ties of each (the boiled sample having 
been aUowed to cool down), adding 
them to equal quantities of the same in­
fusion of coffee, then critically tasting 
the mixtures. The difference is suffi­
cient to have long since established the 
practice among all skilful cooks of scru­
pulously using boiled milk for making 
cafe au lait. I have tried a similar ex­
periment on tea, and find that in this 
case the cold milk is preferable. Why 
this should be, why boiled milk should
be better for coffee and raw milk for tea, 
I cannot tell. If any of my readers have 
not done so already let them try similar 
experiments with condensed milk, and 
- *" doubt that the verdict of the 

f will be that it is passable with 
but very objectionable in tea. 

This is milk that has been very much 
cooked* The chief definable alteration 
effected by the boiling of milk is the 
coagulation of the smaU quantity of al­
bumen which it contains. This rises as 
it becomes solidified, and forms a skin­
like scum on the surface, which may be 
lifted with a spoon and eaten, as it is 
norlcsily wholesome and very nutritious.

THE GORILLA AT HOME.

Demeetlo Habite of Man’s Distant Hein, 
tire—His Methods of Fighting.

It is said by the natives that the go­
rilla makes a sleeping place like a ham­
mock by connecting tne branches of a 
sheltered and thickly leaved part of a 
tree by means of the long, tough, slen­
der stems of parasitic plants, and lining 
it with the dried broad fronds of fern, or 
with long grass. 1 his hammock-like 
abode may be seen at different heights 
from ten to forty feet from the ground, 
but there is never more than one such 
nest in a tree. They avoid the abodes 
of men, but are fnost commonly seen in 
the months of September, October and 
November, after the negroes have gath­
ered in their outlying crops and nave 
returned from the “bush” to their val­
leys. So observed, they are usually in 
pairs, or if more, the addition consists 
of a few young ones of different ages and 
apparently of one family. The gorilla 
is not gregarious. The parents may be 
seen sitting on a branch resting their 
backs against the tree trunk munching 
fruit, while the young gorillas arc at 
play, leaping and swinging from branch 
to branch with hoots or harsh crio i of 
boisterous mirth.

This rural felicity, however, has its 
objectionable side, for occasionally, if 
not invariably, the old male, if he be 
seen in quest of food, is usually armed 
with a short stick which the negroes 
aver to be the weapon with which he 
attacks his chief enemy, the elephant. 
Not that the elephant directly or inten­
tionally injures the gorUla, but, deriving 
its subsistence from the same source, the 
ape regards the great proboscidian as a 
hostile intruder. When, therefore, he 
sees the elephant pulling down and 
wrenching off the branches of a favorite 
tree, the gorilla, stealing along the 
bough, strikes the sensitive proboscis of 
the elephant a violent blow with his 
club, and drives off the startled giant 
trumpeting shrilly with pain.

In passing from one tree to another 
the gorilla is said to walk semi-erect 
with the aid of his club, but with a 
waddling and awkward gait ; when he 
is without a club he has been seen to 
walk as a man, with his hands clasped 
behind his head, instinctively balancing 
his forward position. If the gorilla be 
surprised and approached, whatever the 
ground may be, he betakes himself on 
all fours, dropping his stick, and makes 
way very rapidly with a kind of side­
long gallop, resting on the front knuckles, 
to the nearest tree. There he meets 
his pursuer, especially if his family is 
near and requiring his defence. No 
negro willingly approaches the tree in 
which the male gorilla keeps guard, 
even with a gun. The experienced 
negro does not make the attack, but re­
serves his fire in self-defence.

The enmity of the gorilla to the negro 
race, male and female, is uniformly at­
tested. Thus when the young men of 
the Gaboon tribe make excursions into 
the forest in search of ivory the enemy 
they most dread to meet is the gorilla. 
If they have come unawares too close to 
him with his family he does not, like 
the lion, sulkily retreat, but comes 
rapidly to the attack, swinging down to 
the lower branches and clutching the 
nearest foe. The hideous aspect of the 
animal, with his green eyes flashing 
with rage, is heightened by the skin 
over the orbits and the eyebrows being 
drawn rapidly backwards and forwards, 
with the hair erected, producing a hor­
rible and fiendish scowl. If fired at, 
and not mortally hit, the gorilla closes 
at once upon his assailant and inflicts 
dangerous if not deadly wounds with his 
sharp and powerful tusks. The com­
mander of a British trader once saw a 
negro at the Gaboon frightfully muti­
lated from the bite of a gorilla, from 
which he had recovered. Another negro 
exhibited to the same voyager a gun- 
barrcl bent and partly flattened by a 
wounded gorilla in his death struggle.-— 
Exchange.

The Blue Grass Country Not Blue.
The term Blue Grass region of Ken­

tucky is quite extensive in its applica­
tion, but in its popular sense it applies 
only to the remarkable body of land in 
the centre of tlio State, which comprises 
six or eight counties surrounding Lex­
ington. This favored district, which 
scientific authority has styled “ the very 
heart ol' the United States,” is under­
laid by a decomposable limestone, 
which imparts to the soil an unsurpassed 
fertility, and gives to our grass, Known 
to botanists as Poe pretenais, a rich and 
permanent luxuriance which it at­
tains nowhere else. Hence the term, 
“ The Blue Grass Region,” is a synonym 
for tlio acme of fertility of a district 
which also bears the proud distinction 
of “ the garden spot of the world.” But 
why our grass is called “ blue,” when it 
is never blue, is one of the unsolved 
problems 1 It is always green except 
when in bloom, when the heads have a 
brownish-purple tint. If, however, the 
term “blue grass” is meant for abbrevia­
tion of blue limestone grass, then it will 
do, for certainly it only reaches its 
highest perfection on our wonderful 
blue limestone soil. Propagated with­
out cultivation it comes up thick and 
juicy early in the spring, ripens in June, 
renews its growth in autumn, and, re­
taining its verdure in spite of snow and 
ice, furnishes abundant and unequalled 
pasture during the entire winter. It ia 
believed to be indigenous.—Sportsman.

A Giant Halibut.

ever was caught. It weighed 426 pounds, 
and i.lie Commissioner was having it 
packed in ice at Fulton market, to send 
to Prof. Baird, in Washington.
