GENERAL NEWS.

—The embarkation of Russian emi 
grants from Hamburg for the United 
States has been forbidden,

—Twelve years ago one sailor in 
overy 106 who went co sea lost his life; 
now only one in 266 is lost.

—It is said that policemen in citi­
zens, clothes are recognized by their 
shoes by New York’s sharpers.

—San Francisco has one saloon to 
every 93 persons, Albany comèa next 
with one to every 110 persons, and 
New Orleans one to every 121 persons.

—After this year 61 bands of Indians 
in the Territories at present exempt 
will be required to observe the game 
laws. This action is necessary owing 
to the rapid depletion of gr.me. the 
order applies to fully two-thirds of the 
treaty Indians.

—It has been computed that the 
average grow th of the finger nail is 
about one thirty-second of an inch per 
year. The growth, however, depends 
to a great extent upon the rate of nutri­
tion and during periods of sickness it is 
undoubtedly retarded.

—The tomb of Noah is supposed to 
lie in the small town of Nathtchevan, 
on the plain of Ararat. The burial 
place is at the side of the broken walls 
of ân abandoned fortress in the midst 
of a vast plain, which is literally cover»» 
ed with the remains of bygone glories.

—One of the interesting exhibits at 
the Chicago (air on Sunday are the 
closed doors of the British, Canadian, 
Australian and Indian buildings. The 
Union Jack floats over much that is 
conservative and much that is good.

— Seven of the batch of public men 
selected by the Queen for birthday 
honors are -or harec been newspaper 
men, while none seem to be in the pro» 
fession of arms. At the close of the 
nineteenth century the pen tiuly 
mightier than the sword.

—Persian newspapers are not printed 
from type. When the reeding matter 
is ready it is passed to a scribe, who 
makes a clean copy. From this a 
beautifully written fine, copy is made 
by a handwriting expert, and this 
finally exactly reproduced by litho» 
graphy.

—Chief Justice Strong will be called 
Sir Henry, though lie has for seventy 
years borne tho honored name of Sam 
uel. Sir Leonard Tilljy also dropped 
Samuel in his name when, the distinc­
tion of knighthood was conferred on 
him. There is evidently an impression 
that some Scriptural names do not jingle 
nicely with the chivalric sir.

—Tho criminal statistics of Canada for, 
the past decade show that crime is de­
creasing and that tho Law is well adju­
dicated, the escapes from changes being 
fewer than in most countries; “Pwaibly 
the last and first facts have a direct 
bearing on each ocher. No one notices 
that the law’s hand has become lax so 
quick as thy law breaker.

—An Australian inventor has just 
perfected a method of ploughing with 
the help of dynamite. The explosive 
is used in very small quantities, and 
an apparatus is provided for touching it 
off underground. The result of this is to 
thoroughly disintegrate the soil. It ie 
asserted that there is no possibility of a 
serious explosion and that owing to the 
small quantity of dynamite used the 
cost is very little, while the resulting 
benefit is enormous.

THE CITY OF OTTAWA.

Ottawa more than any other city must 
hold special interest for the people 
of Canada. It is the school aa it were, 
where the minds of representative Cana­
dians are drawn out and adjudicated. 
It is the great mechanical depot where 
the fate and destiny of this Canada of 
ours are shaped and moulded. It is a 
soul refreshing fountain, from which 
flow inspirations of faith and hope to 
fill the hearts of the rising generation. 
It is a point of vantage from which ono 
can behold thousands of pe aceful pros-» 
perous happy homes, and tar toward the 
great North West can survey vast 
realms of wild and rugged loveliness, 
which, like the primeval beauty ot Cana 
dn, in her youthful days -And the pic­
turesque incidents that gathered round 
the life of the primitive French and 
English, are gradually vanishing before 
the rapid strides of modern develop­
ment. Why then should we wonder at 
the eagerness of the aspirant after po* 
litical fame to reach the parliament 
house at Ottawa when he feels that 
frbnY this central position alone, he can 
wield h powerful influence for himself, 
his people and his country. For the 
benefit therefore, of those who have 
n^ver visited the Capital, I will en­
deavour to tfive a alight description of it. 
Ottawa is a city of about 45,000 in 
habitants situated at the junction of 
the Rideau River with the /Ottawa. 
Navigation is impeded here by the 
Chaudière Falls, a cataract remarkable 
indeed for its great stolidity. The 
sçenery around Ottawa is perhaps un­
surpassed by anything in the Dominion, 
though many claim that Quebec is the 
grand centre of natural beauty. The 
range of mountains which closes in the 
horizon to the north and east is the last 
of the picturesque chain of the Lauren»» 
tides, which the visitor of Canada must 
admire if he travels westward by the 
usual route. From the Summer House 
on Parliment hill the view is one not 
easily to be forgotten. The broad 
riv^r below, the hills glowing in the 
sunset, the Chaudière white with spray, 
and the magnificent pile of public 
buildings, in the rear all tend to form a 
most striking landscape.

Here the Ottawa makes a broad curve. 
The rapids commence a few miles above, 
but nearing the city the channel con­
tracts, and the broad and rapid r»ver, 
obstructed and tormented by islands 
and rocks, falls 30 feet over a steep 
limestone clift into a basin well named 
the Chaudière or Chaldron ; for it is a 
cavity in the bed of the river in which 
the angry water foams and seethes. 
Such a gigantic water-power ie of course 
utilized, and some of the largest lumber 
manufactories in the Dominion are 
situated here. Close at hand are tin 
timber slides, by which the lumber 
from the upper river passes down with­
out damage into the navigable water 
below. To go down these elides upon a 
crib of timber ie a unique experience a 
visitor should endeavour to obtain; for, 
while it is unattended with danger, the 
novelty und excitement are most ex- 
hilerating.

Close to the city also are the Rideau 
Falla, which though not approaching 
the Chaudière in importance, are often 
isited. The water-works should also 

examined. They cost $1,200.000, 
and are planned upon a system of direct 
supply by pumping, with the interven­
tion of a reservoir Three distinct sets of 
pumps aro provided, any one of which 
is sufficient to supply the wants of 
double the present population. The 
others are available for extra demands, 
as ini,the case of large fires etc.f „ As I 
have said the city of Ottawa possesses 
an especial interest to Canadians as the 
political centre. During session of Parli­
ment,- the most active men in the 
country are essembled either as M. Pe., 
senators, or promoters of private legist 
lation, j

Then the entertainments at Rideau

bow to his Excellency. Newspaper 
porters call this “holding a vioe-regnl 
court. ”

The headquarters civil museum of the 
Geological Survey is at Ottawa, where 
all strangers with an lination for sci­
ence will of course call. The collections 
are open for free inspection. No bettor 
way of learning quickly the mineral re-» 
sources and capabilities of the Dominion 
can be found than a eateful study of 
this excellent and extensive museum. 
The characteristic “sight” at Ottawa is, 
however, the magnificent pile of public 
buildings. They «over an area of four 
acres, and occupy a very commanding 
site on a bluff upon the river bank. The 
central building is about 476 feet in 
length, and the tàwer over the entrance 
is said to be 22fli feet high. In this 
building all the legislative business of 
the Dominion is carried on, and all the 
Departments connected with the Senate 
and House of Commons are located in 
it. The building to the right of the 
square contains tfie Governor General’s 
office, and the Departments , of State, 
Finance, JuatIceland the Interior. The 
building on the left contains the De­
partments of Customs, Railways, Canals 
Public works, Trade and Commerce 
and Marine and Fisheries. Immediate­
ly faring the House of Commons, and 
situate on the south side of Wellington 
street is the Lan geoin Block. This 
building is of huge dimensions, and 
built of dark brown stone, contrasting 
beautifully with the others which are of 
a light gray. Herein are contained the 
Departments of Agriculture, Post Of* 
flee, Indian affairs, statistical and patent 
branches. The library is the most 
architecturally ' beautiful building for 
the purpose in America. It is in the 
rear of the Central building, connected 
with it by corridors. It is polygonal in 
shape, with a buttress at each of the 
16 angles, upon which are flying butt* 
resses to support the dome. The height 
from the floor to the top of the lantern 
is about 140 feet The library contaiia 
about 160,000 volumes. Closest land 
is a reading roomV containing all. the 
latest journals, etc. During sessions of 
Parliament the members have exclusive 
access to all rending matter contained 
therein, and i;. f;en serves as a ready 
reference in moyleote of vigorous Parlia­
mentary contests, when the speeches 
of stumping tours which long since were 
Supposed to be sleeping in oblivion, are 
ressurected.

Ottawa stands high in an educational 
point of view. It can boast of one of 
the finest Universities in Canada, 
visit thereto at the closing exercises of 
the season will bear me out in the 
strongest evidence of wrhat I say. I 
might add here what is known to the 
maritime politicians, that the salt water 
students generally come to the surface 
in public admiration. It would occupy 
too much space were I to attempt to 
describe the magnificence and grandeur 
of our many churches; and other build* 
ings worthy of high note. Let them be 
imagin ed however, as comparing favor­
ably with any others on the Continent. 
I trust, Mr. Editor, that my attempt to 
give a short outline of Canada’s Capital 
will be appreciated by the readers of 
the Chignecto Post.
