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BATHURST SCHOOL INQUIRY.

Bathurst, June 13.—The first witness 

today «as Patrick Maloney, trustee of 
Ninth Tetagouche, who contradicted the 
evidence of Miss Alexander and other 
witnesses from that region, swearing pos­
itively that the matter of religion had no 
effect on the engaging or discharge of 
teachers.

Hon. Mr. McManus was recalled aud 
hio examination resumed, lie said the 
Sisters of Charity owed their existence 
to a Protestant widow, Mis. Seaton of 
New Yoik, who, after pursuing works of 
charity fur some time, embraced the 
Roman Catholic ndigion aud gathered 
around her oilier ladies in continuing 
her good work. The garb worn by the 
sisters today was a reproduction of what 
Mrs. Seaton wore in her widowhood.

Replying to Mr. Skinner, this witness 
sard he thought by adding district 10 to 
the village district, a system of .schools 
con’d be established under the law that 
would be acceptable to all classes, 
with tue superior school in 
the centre of the district, and with 
feeders in the outskirts. The Protes 
tauts would not have to send their child 
ren to schools taught by sisters. This 
would involvea dual system ol grades, but 
would not involve additional taxation. 
On the matter of religious instrustroii 
after hours, he believed there could be 
an arrangement satisiaetury to Catholics 
and not objectionable to/l’r itestruts. 
All this would, of course, depend on tin- 
consent ol' the hr aril ul education, lie 
threw out this suggestion as a way that 
would remove the existing school troubles 
in Batnurst village.

Jerome Boudreau, principal of the 
superior school in Petit Kucher and a 
teacher for thirty-five years, testified 
that he had prayers four times daily in

school hours ; did not i. aeh catechism ; 
told the Protestant children they need 
not attend prayers ; =aid prayers by 
order of the trustees. Witness was taken 
off the stand to give time for him to 
write out the Hail Mary and the Angé­
lus, two of the prayers, in Fiench.

Josephine Frenetic, teacher of ]yimary 
grades in Mr. Boudreau’s school, testified 
that she taught catechism after hours by 
consent of the trustees ; said prayers 
t«icc a day ; the catechism was taught 
after houvr..

Mary P. Godin, who had taught at 
Green Point, in this county, flatly con­
tradicted tht-tc-stimony of witnesses for 
the complainants that she had compelled 
Protestant pupils to stay in at catechism, 
aud that she had taught it in school 
hours.

Mary O. Sullivan, aged 13, pupil o: 
district 13, testified that Miss Ed 1) 
«•hen teaching there read the Protestant 
Bible, and said the Protestant version o; 
the Lord's prayer. On Friday she got 
them to sing. ‘ Shall We Gather at the 
River.’ Her paients told her to stay 
outside when the bible was being read 
because they-did not want lier to hear 
it ; that was about, a week ago, and 
since this enquiiy began.

Eliza Godin aged 15, of Petit Rocher, 
contradicted the testimony of Lyda May 
Ellis, for the complainants, that she had 
been compelled to cross herself in tin 
Elm Tree school by Philip Boudreau, 
the teacher there. Al prayers the Pro­
testants did not kneel, but" sat down oi 
stood up as they desired.

John J. Fournier, aged 17, testified 
to having gone to school to Philip 
Boudreau, and that Protestants were 
neither induced to cross themselves, tc 
attend catechism, or to kneel during 
prayers.

Bella Roy, aged 11, of Roman Cathrlii 
parentage, testified tc. Miss Ross am 
Miss Eddy reading the bible and teaching 
Protestant hymns in sclv ol hours.

Bathurst, June 14. —Thismorning ”, 
J. Veniot, editor of the local paper, John 
J. Harrington aud Chas. Boss were ex­
amined by Mr. Lawlor with respect tc 
the so called riot in front of the Protestanl 
separate school, and lo the putting of o 
lock on the door by Mr. li -ss, who, a« 
landlord, objected to ilit- Orangemen 
sub-letting the place t-• lie Pi,,I,-slant 
committee. Mr. Bo« ..unod ihat he 
was instigated by Gatin,lies in ais course 
or that he had told anyone so.

A. J. H. Stewart,(clerk for the St. Law­
rence Lumber Co.,' submitted extracts 
ftom the town assessment to show that 
the Catholics paid more rates than the 
Protestants.

Elizabeth Glazier, a Catholic, who 
some years ago went to school in district 
thii teen, testified that she Lad been beaten 
by Miss Buttimer, the teacher, because 
she would not join in singing Protestant 
hymns in school hours. She was beaten 
several times with a strap in the presence 
of the other scholars. The witness 
further swore that litis teacher and Miss 
Eddy, another teacher, both Methodists, 
read the Protieta.it Bible after roll cal! 
in the morning and punished the scholars 
who were not present by keeping them in 
during recess. The trustees were Protes 
tants- The gieat mass of the pupils were 
Protestants and they never had a Catholic 
tessher.

K. F. Burns, M. l\, was examined at 
considerable length by Mr. Lawlor aud 
then cross examined by Mr. Skinner. — 
In his direct evidence Mr. Bums 
covered a period cf some 28 years, from 
the erection of the village convent to the 
present day. He detailed the condition 
of things when the Sisters of Charity 
were there, from 1RG4 till 1871, when 
the sisters ofvthe congregation ol Notre 
Dame were in possession from 1871 "till 
1890 and what transpired theicnfter, all 
with respect to school affairs. He touch 
ed on the widespread feeling of dissatis­
faction and discontent created among 
Catholics hy the enactment of the Lee 
school law, «'hieh feeling was intensified 
by the so-called ‘ millinery’ regulation 
that was intended to shut out members 
of religious orders from teaching in the 
schools. This agitation continued un'il 
the concessions of 1870 were obtained by 
witness and his Cat! colleagues in 
the legislature. Mr. Bun., 'vc a his­
tory of what had taken place here since 
then, most of which had been already 
covered - hy previous witnesses, and 
minutely narrated what part he had 
personally played in school meetings, 
ete. He had done all in his power to 
cultivate cordial relations between Pro­
testants aud Catholics, and «-as glad of 
this opportunity to disprove the charges 
that lie lmd controlled school meetings, 
controlled the trustees and dealt a death 
blow at the grammar school, and in gen­
eral worked on the lines that the 
Catholic majority would compel the 
Protestant minority to pass under the 
rod. lie had heard that the whole 
object of tile enquiiy was to get at Mr. 
Burns. Questioned on this peint, he 
said lie had been told by Wm. Welsh, 
station agent at Gloucester Junction, 
that Jerome Boudreau told him Geo. W. 
Fowler said so to Jerome on the train 
from C'amphellton.

Mr. Fowler here arose and flatly and 
comprehensively denied the statement. 
He was here as caunsel only and was 
not a party to i he case.

John Sivewright, M. P. 1'., who cur- 
roboiated a part of Mr. Bums’ evidence 
and contradicted much of Rev. Mr. 
Sellar's testimony, said that, lccogiiizing 
the sanctity of his oath, he «oufil swear 
Mr. Sellar was not a truthful man ; that 
he had a malignant mind .ml gave 
evidence of possessing a liisuiduii-d brain.

Lizzie Garret testified to teaching with 
ihe Catholic and Church cf England 
catechism in one school in school hours.

A. J. 11. Stewart was recalled to Jive 
evidence as to what Protestants vane 
favorable to the schools as at pi’vs- 
eut conducted, but objection being taken 
by Mr. Skinner at 'ins classification it 
was shut out, and he was only examined 
as to a few individuals.

This closed tile ease for the defence. 
Mr. Skinner said he had smile important 
contradictory testimony lo pul on in the 
morning but would pifcmise to finish by 
noon.

Bathurst, June 18.—The enquiry 
«"ss brought to a close al noon, su tar as 
the taking cf evidence was concerned, 
and alter hearing counsel as to «here 
argument shoulu be heard. Judge Fraser 
adjourned the enquiry till Wednesday, 
August second, atv Fredericton. Mr. 
Skinner and Mv. Lawlor strongly 
advocated resuming at Bathurst, but Mr. 
White as strongly opposed their proposi­
tion, on the grounds that it would re­
kindle the tires of religious strife. 
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
